Language Arts:

To practice writing, we wrote a list of all of the things that we 
love.

We learned about the state 
bird, state dog, state shell, state tree, state flower, and state fish.  
To begin our Virginia studies, we made a book which included 
important information about our state.

A fun way to practice counting to 100 – put your hands on 
your hips “1”, bend down and touch your toes “2”, come 
back up and put your hands on your hips “4”, reach your 
hands high over your head “5”,  hands back on your hips “6”, 
toes “7”, hips “8”, high “9” etc.  You will be to 100 before 

you know it; the children love this!
