We have begun working on our anti-litter/recycling project.  We 
are planning to perform a skit and share our projects form home.  

More information will be coming home soon. 

We continue to review coin recognition.  When reviewing coins at 
home, please discuss how you know that a quarter is a quarter 
and a dime is a dime etc.  Have your child explain to you that a 
dime is the smallest silver coin and a penny is the only brown 
coin.   We also practiced addition with magnet fun.  First, we 
used a magnet to collect magnets and wrote the number of paper 
clips on the 1stline, and then we did this again and wrote the 
number of paper clips on the 2nd line.  We turned these 2 numbers 
into an addition problem to find out how many paper clips were 
picked up altogether.  To practice measuring, we used rulers and 

various lengths of yarn.
