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The Houston Independent School District (HISD) is responsi-
ble for providing a free, appropriate, public education (FAPE)
to children and adult students with disabilities as indicated in
the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act and Board poli-
cy. See References (a), (b), (c), (d), and (f). Instructional and
related services are provided either at no cost to parents or
guardians or at the same cost as required for students without
disabilities.

The admission, review, and dismissal/individualized education
program (ARD/IEP) committee develops an IEP for instruc-
tional and related services as needed and as appropriate for
each student based upon assessment of the child or adult
student's need. The committee members are responsible for
ensuring that identified unique and specialized services are
provided in a timely manner at no cost to the parent or at
costs similarly provided to students without disabilities. When
the parent or guardian pays for services identified as needed
by the IEP, the District is no longer providing FAPE as re-
quired and the parent or guardian is eligible for reimburse-
ment for those services. See References (b) and (e).

This regulation applies to all administrators; Special Education
support personnel; and admission, review, and dismissal and
individualized education program committee members.

A private service provider is a provider employed by the par-
ent or guardian of a child or adult student with disabilities to
provide instructional and related services, or the provider may
be an agency representative or individual providing instruc-
tional and related services on behalf of parents or an agency
for a child or adult student with a disability. Such providers
may include but are not limited to tutors, psychologists, coun-
selors, occupational therapists, educational therapists, physi-
cal therapists, nurses, and speech therapists.

Private service providers are not permitted to provide services
to students on HISD school campuses during the school day.

The responsibilities of the ARD/IEP committee regarding pri-
vate service providers are as follows:

a. The ARD/IEP committee will not approve the utilization
of a private service provider at the parent's or guardian's
expense.

b. The ARD/IEP committee will not approve the use of Dis-
trict funds for a private service provider. Appropriate in-
structional resources and related services must be made
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available to the child or adult student within HISD
through District staff members or District resources. See
References (e) and (g). Information regarding availabili-
ty of District staff members and budget funds will be ob-
tained from the appropriate special education regional
director. If necessary, the ARD/IEP committee should
take a recess or adjourn to obtain such information.

c. The ARD/IEP committee will list on the IEP the services
needed with the appropriate rationale and proposed date
for the initiation of services.

d. If achild or adult student requires specialized instruc-
tional or related services that must be provided by a non-
District employee, the ARD/IEP committee chairperson
or case manager will contact the appropriate special
education regional director, who will initiate approved
District procedures for obtaining professional services
from a non-District employee. See Reference (g). The
assistant superintendent, Special Education, in collabo-
ration with the special education regional director, will
determine the availability and financial feasibility of the
proposed service provider or offer alternatives, including
District personnel to provide requested services.

This regulation does not require consultation.

The assistant superintendent, Special Education, is responsi-
ble for maintenance of this regulation.
