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ESSEX is one of the metropolitan shires and takes its 
name from the commonwealth of the East Saxons (one 
of the English hordes which settled in South Britain), 
IUld of which Middlesex, London and Hertfordshire after­
wards formed part. After the Euskarclians and Celts 
had been driven out, Essex was held by the Belgic tribe 
<>f the Trinobantes until the Roman inroad. Of the 
&mans it was a great seat and here was their city of_ 
<Jamulod_nnnm. The Welch, again becoming masters, 
were driven out by the East Saxons. The chief clans 
concerned in the settlement were the Tilling, Halling, 
D~nning, Thurring, Benning, Billing, Horning, Manning, 
Totting, Bucking and Dunning, being the same as those 
-Mgaged in the settlement of East Anglia. In 823 it came 
mder the sway of the West Saxons under Egbert, though 
nore than once given up to the Danes. 

The county is of an irregular shape, being in its

On 
the east and south-east the county is bounded by the 
N1rth Sea; on the south by the Thames, which Jlows 
between it and Kent; on the west by the Lee against 
Middlesex and by the Stort against Hertfordshire ; on 
the north by Cambridge and on the north-east by the 
'Stour, separating it from Suffolk. On the east the 
shore is broken by the deep friths and creeks of the 
'-'tour Colne, Blackwater, Crouch and Thames and by • • the inlets round Horsey, Mersea and Havengore Islands.

*By tbe rise of the tide is meant its vertical rise above the 
mean low water level of spring tides. 

The Thames Jlows through London to the North Sea, 
having several quays, but no great haven on the Essex 
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shore, and the limits of the port of London extend to 
Havengore creek in this county. The Lee, and its head, 
the Start, are navigable, passing through Bishop Start­
ford, Harlow and Waltham Abbey; the Boding rises in 
Easton Park, near Dunmow, and Jlows south for about 36 
miles past Ongar to llford, where it becomes navigable, 
and, passing Barking, joins the Thames: the Bourne 
brook, 12 miles long, falls into the Thames· at Dagenham : 
the Ingerbourne rises in South Weald and falls into the 
Thames near Rainham : the Marditch, 12 miles long, 
forms a creek at Purfleet : the Orouch, 25 miles long, 
wa·ters south-east Essex and is navigable from Hull Bridge 
to the North Sea; Burnham is its port: the Bromhill is a 
creek, 10 miles· long, and navigable· for 7 miles. to near 
Rochford: the river Chelmer, 46 miles long, rising in the 
north-wes·t near Debden, and flowing south, passes Dun­
mow and Chelmsford, where it is made navigable, thence 
east to Maldon (its port), receiving the Ter, I3 miles long, 
the Wid and Cann, 14 miles long, and the Sandon Brook, 
ro miles long; near Maldon it joins the Blackwater, which 
has for its feeder the Pods brook: the Colne, 35 miles long, 
rises on the northern border near Birdbrook, becomes 
navigable at Colchester, and receiving the Roman river, 
flows into the North Sea: the Holland creek falls into the 
North Sea at Little Hol1and : the Stonr is about so miles 
long, becomes navigable at Sudbury and passes the ports 
of Manningtree and Harwich to the North Sea: in the 
north-west the Cam and Slade brooks pass into Cam­
bridgeshire. 

The railways in this county- are controlled by the Great 
Eastern railway, and oonsist of two main lines and 
numerous branclles. Th6 principal line from London to 
Cambridg6 rnns along th6 western side of this county 
and the eastern of Hertfordshire, from Tottenham to 
Bishop Stl}rtford, and then cuts across the north-west 
angle of Essex to Chesterford and thence to Cambridge:. 
the branches from this line are one from Broxbourn6 to 
Ware and Hertford, from which again a branch leaving 
St. Margarets goes to Buntingford, these two brancll611 
being actually in Hertfordshire; one from Bishop Start­
ford going due east through Dunmow to Braintree, and 
then south-east until it joins the Ipswich line at Witham, 
and a third branch leaves Audley End and runs through 
Saffron Walden to the Haverhill and Sudbury line. The 
other main line, that to Ipswich, Norwich &c. enters the 
county at Stratford, where two short branch lines go 
north to Chingford and Chipping On.gar, through Wood­
ford (with a loop line to Ilford), and one south to North 
Woolwich ; from thence is a ferry to Woolwich in Kent. 
The main line passes through Bamford, Ingatestone, 
Chelmsford, Witham and a little north of Colchester, 
and leaves the county at Manningtree ; the branches 
from it are one from Shenfield to Billericay, Wickford 
(where a branch runs off to Maldon, with another 
leaving it at Woodham Ferris for Burnham and South­
minster), Rayleigh, Rochford and Southend; another 
branch leaves Witham for Maldon, where it joins the 
branch fl'om Wickford. The next branch is from Marks 
Tey northward to Sudbury, where it turns westward 
and runs along the northern border of the county as 
far as Linton, having a short branch from Bartlow to 
Saffron Walden and Audley End; from St. Botolph on 
tile Ipswich main line a branch runs to Walton-on-the­
Naze, having branches from Wivenhoe to Rrightlin~sea 
and from Thorpe to Clacton-on-iSea, and from Mannmg­
tree a branch runs to Parkstone Quay and Harwich. 

The London, Tilbury and Southend railway, which 
starts from Fenchurch street, passes through the south­
ern part of the county from Plaistow via Barking, Horn­
don Pitsea North Benfleet, Southend to Shoebni·yness, 
the' old loop line of the same railway leaving the line 
at Barking, running alongside the river by Tilbury and 
rejoining the new line viA St.anforo-le-Hope (w1th a 
branch to Thames Haven), while another branch runs 
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from Rmnford to Grays and Tilbury by Ohadwllll Heath 
and Ockendon, and the Midland connects with these 
railways by a line from St. Pancras viA Tottenham and 
Forest Gate to Barking, and runs trains in connection 
with the London, Tilbury and 'Southend line from St. 
Pancras to Southend.

The county has much rich meadow ground on the 
shores of the brooks and marsh lands, on the friths and 
creeks : on the shore are many marsh islands, like thooe 
of Holland ; of these Canvey, Foulness, Wallasea, Mersea, 

. Horsea, Havengore and Potton are the greatest: much of 
the shore is sheltered against the tides · and storms by 
dykes and sea walls. The inland parts are somewhat hilly 
and well timbered: the highest hills of the London clay, 
which do not exceed 300 feet, are High Beech, near Wal­
tham Abbey, Danbury, Tiptree Heath, near Witham, and 
Laindon BiDs, near Brentwood. 

Essex, of which Chelmsford is the assize town, is 
included within the South-Eastern Circuit, and forms 
one court of Quarter Sessions and is divided into 18 
petty sessional divisions. Part of Becontree hnndred 
viz. Barking, East Ham, West Ham, Little Dford, Low 
Layton, Walthamstow, Wanstead, St. Mary Woodford 
and Chingford is within the bounds of the Central 
Criminal Court, and with Dagenham, Chadwell Heath, 
Waltham Abbey, Loughton and Chigwell, under the 
jurisdiction of the Metropolitan police. The County 
Oourts (which are in Circuits 35 and 38) are held at 

Walden, Braintree, Brentwood, Chelmsford, Col­
chester, Dnnmow, Grays Thurrock, Halstead, Harwich, 
Maldon, Romford, Southend ·and Waltham Abbey. 

There are four coroner's districts :-Colchester, Mal­
don, Saffron Walden and West Ham. 

The shire is ecclesiastically within the diocese of St. 
Albans and divided into two archdeaconries : Colchester, 
sub-divided into the rural deaneries of Ardleigh and 
Harwich, Braintree, Coggesha.l1, Colchester, Dedham, 
Halstead, HatAield Peverel, Hedingbam, Mersea, New­
port, Saffron Walden, St. Osyth, Sampf(}rd, Witham 
and Yeldham; and Essex, sub-divided into the rural 
deaneries of Barking, N<>rth, South and West, Barstable, 
Oanewdoo, Ohafford, Chelmsford, Chigwell, Danbury, 
Dengie, Dnomow, Harlow, Ingatestone, La.mbonrne, Mal­

. don. Ongar, Orsett, Rochford and Boding: Ballingdon, 
a suburb of Sudbury in Suffolk, is in the diocese of 
Ely. There are no cathedrals or great endowments.

The Essex men are mostly employed in husbandry 
and stock and only a few in manufactures of 
&ilk &c. at Bra'intree and Halstead; there i.e a ·silk mill 
at Chelmsford. The mioorals worked are chalk for lime, 
58I,08-I tons, value £21,937, having been raised in I9"4; 
brick clay, rq,785 tons, value £6,094; the other mine­
rals raised were gravel and sand, 36,r5'r tons, valued 
at £2,913; chert and flint, 7,3o8 tons; salt is made 
from the sea. Seeds are grown in vl\rious parts. The 
trade of the towns on the shore is in the oyster and 
other fisheries and in shipping corn, coals and tim her. 
The Colne oyster fishery is of great value and import­
ance ; it furnishes the finest natives, and belongs to 
Colchester : in the rivers Crouch, Roach and Black­
water the native oyster is indigenous, and the spat or 
brood is successfully caught and preserved; these 
grounds seem to be the natural home of the native 
oyster owing to the peculiar cba;racter frf the water, 
~he geological nature of the river beds, which by their 
sheltered position maintain an equable temperature at 
the most critical time in the spawning or spatting 
season. The chief object of cultivators. is to protect 
and preserve the spat from its numerous enemies 
throughout the infa.ntin& and delicately susceptible 
stages ; millions of these little mt>lluscs here produced 
are sold a;t the age of from one to two years, to be 
laid down and mature and fatten for market; by which 
time Vhey are four to five year.s old!: the far-famed Boyal 
Whitstable Native is here bred, as also the famous 
O&tend oyster of the Oontin<!llt, so that destruction here 
means ruin in these and other places: that the area of 
breeding grounds cannot be artificially extended has 
been proved by the futile effoct of many companies 
f()ttned for that purpose; and it is a well-known fact 
that sewage is both poisonous and destructive to oysters, 
especially in their early stages, The ports of the county 
are Manningtree, Harwich, Brightlingsea, Colchester, 
SalcO'tt, Maldon, Bradwell, Burnham, Wak:eoring, South­
end, Leigh, Grays, Purfleet and Barking. The Royal 
Victoria and Al!bert Docks are in Plaistow Level; there 
are alsu very large docks at Tilbury, opened in r886, 
all connected with London by rail. Steamers run from 
London to Harwich and communicate with Pu.r:fleet, 
Gray;s, Tilbury, Southend, Walton, and Clacton: South­
end and Tilbury are steam boa.t stations ; the boats 
only run between London, Soubhend, Walton and Clacton 
during the summer months. From Sonthend, boats also 
run to Boulogne, Ostend, Margate, Bamsgate and Yar­
mouth. Steamers go up the Orwell from Harwich to 
Ipswich. Harwich, Southend, Walton and Clacton are 
bathing places. At Waltham Abbey there are Govern­
ment powder works, and at Purfleet powder stores; 
Warley is 1.1 military station and a dl"pot for recruits; 
at Tilbury is a garrison; at Colchester is a large camp 
for infantry and cavalry, and at ShoehuryneS's an ex­
tensive ground for testing Government artillery of the 
largest calibre. 

The Essex and Colchester General Hospital, standing 
on tfue Lexden road, to the westward of the town ()f 
Oolclrester, was built in r82o and enlarged in r839, and 
again enlarged in r 879-80, and fnrbher extended and en­
larged, at a cost of £6,ooo, in celebration of the Diamond 
Jubilee, in r897, of Her late Majesty Queen Victoria. It 
is a handsome white brick building, with a tower con­
taining a clock, and has beds for roo patients, and is 
supported by subscriptions, donations, collections and 
'bequests: during the year 1905 there were 874 in-patients 
and 2,948 out-patients. A separate building has been 
erected as a Nurses' Home. A new feature is the chil­
dren's ward, for which Lady Pearson gave a donation of

The Essex and Chelmsford Infirmary and Dispensary, 
situated in the New London road, Chelmsford, were 
formally opened by Lady Brooke on Thursday, Nov. 

The infirmary consists of a central block 
and two wings, two stories in height, and at the rear 
is a one-storied annexe, to be used a . .:; a dispensary. 
The central hall leads into a comrnitt.ee-room on the 
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right and a matron's room on the ieft. To the right, · 
approached by. a short corridor, is the male accident 
ward, 24ft. by 22ft. fitted with f{)ur beds, and to the 
left the female accident ward, 24ft. by 12ft. containing 
two beds, lavatories and baths being attached to each 
of these. Above are medical wards for males and 
females ; there are in all 25 beds.

will hold 1,012 male and 1,433 female patients, and in­
clude a residence for the medical superintendent; the 
entire cost was £337.945· Robert Jones M.D., M.R.C.P.

The Eastern Counties Asylum, for the care and 
training of idiots and imbeciles belonging to ES6ex, 
Suffolk, Norfolk, and Co.mbridgeshire, occupies Essex 
Hall, close to the North Railway station, Colchester, 
and is a building in the Italian style, with an ornamen­
tal tower, litanding in spacious grounds well laid out. ; 
it was originally erected in the year 1o84o as a large 
hotel, but proving unsuccessful was occupied as a 
branch of llhe Earlswood Asylum for Idiots, and ulti­
mately devoted, in 1859· w its present use: the patients 
are admitted by the v{)tes of subscribers at half-yearly 
elections, a limited number for life, and the bulk for 
terms of seven years: patients from all parts of the 
kingdom being also admitted by payment: it has now 
( 19o6) about 300 patients, and is fitted up with 
everything necessary for the purposes of a training 
school and home for persons of feeble mind, including 
gymnastic apparatus, workshops and schools. The 
Marquess of Bristol, chairman; Sir Joshua Rowley bart.

female patients; and in 1888 a further extension was 
made for 450 male patients. The who I.e is now ( 1906) 
capable of receiving 1,650: the wards are spacious and 
airy, and some command an extensive and beautiful 
prospect: the building is approached from the Warley 
road by a carriage drive, and the grounds by which 
it is surrounded are upwards of 130 acres, including the 
Brentwood Hall estate, purchased in 1873, and comprise a 
fann, kitchen gardens and pleasure grounds ; the fann and 
garden are cultivated by the patients. Visiting days are 
any week day, but not more frequently than once a fort­

with the utmost accuracy, and indicated by means of 
various colours.

In · 1858 a deep boring at Harwich passed through-
IJrift, <fc., 25 feet : London Clay, 23 feet : Reading, <fc., 
Beds, 30 feet: Chalk, 890 feet : Gault, 61 feet : the bore­
hole then entered "dark slaty rock," which was bored into 
for 69 feet : making the total depth 1,098 feet. In the 
slaty rock at the bottom some markings were observed 
which were believed to indicate the presence of the fossil 
shell Posidonomya, and these bottom beds were therefore 
thought to be of Lower Carboniferous age. But in 1896, 
Professor W. W. Watts showed [see Rep01·t Geplogical 
SU1·vey, p. 5] that the supposed " shell" was but an acci­
dental wavy mark or wrinkle in the slaty rock. In later 
years ( 1894, &c.) other deep borings have proved the occur-

The geology of the southern portion bordering on the 
Thames and Lea has been described by Mr. W. Whitaker in 
his "Geology of the London Basin," and m a later work 
entitled "The Geology of London and of Part of the 
Thames Valley." The same author has also published a 
description of the strata in the " Eastern End " of the 
county, round Harwich and theN aze ; and other "Memoirs," 
which are mentioned above. Numerous papers by Professor 
Owen, Messrs. Brown, Mitchel!, Clarke, Charlesworth, 
Searles V. Wood, Harmer, Penning, Sir J. Prestwich, T. V. 
Holmes, A. S. Kennard, Rev. A. Irving, H. B. Woodward, 
M. A. C. Hinton, A. E. Salter, &c., have appeared in the 
Journal of the Geological Society, in the " Geological Maga­
zine," and in the " Proceedings of the Geologists' Associa­
tion." The surface deposits at Grays and Ilford are 
favourite hunting grounds of the members of the Geologists' 
Association, and have frequently been described in their 
Proceedings. 

Geologic"l F01·mations in Essex. -The county affords but 
a small di,ersity of the stratified rocks. The strata rest 
one upon the other with a general inclination or dip to the 
south-east : a consequence of this is that the lowest (and 
therefore oldest) beds crop up and occupy the surface in the 
north-west of the county, and here accordingly we find the 
white chalk or Upper Cretaceous strata. Resting upon the 
chalk, but formed at a much later period, are the lower 
Tertiary strata known as the Thanet Sands with the Wool­
wich and Reading beds; above which comes the London 
Clay ; and lastly, a few outliers of the sandy Bagshot Beds. 
Subsequent comparatively recent deposits of boulder-clay, 
sand, brick-earth, gravel, &c., repose irregularly upon the 
eroded edges of the true rock-masses enumerated above. 

The London Basin.-The key to the geological structure 
of Essex lies in the fact that 1t forms the eastern portion of 
the " London Basin " (See section across this Basin given 
in the article on the Geology of Middlesex). Perhaps 
" trough" would be a better name than " basin " ; but the 
point to understand is, that after the. formation of the 
Chalk, an immens3 earth-force (of whose exact origin and 
mode of action we are still more or less ignorant) began to 
act from the south, th.rowing the Chalk into low folds which 
ran from east to west. The Upper Chalk was then in part 
eroded, and in the slight hollow thus formed the Tertiary 
strata were laid down in an area extending at least 120 
miles from Hungerford on the west to Reculvers on the 
east ; and over 6o miles from Sudbury on the north to 
Canterbury on the south. To the east, this trough or basin 
is doubtless L"Ontinued beneath the waters of the North Sea. 
The result is that while in the north of Essex-or from Sud­
bury to 'l'haxted, &c.-all the strata have a southerly dip, 
in the south of the county-as along the banks of the 
Thames-they dip to the north. The latter, or northern 
dip, is, however, rather steeper than the southern dip. 
Thus beneath the centre of Essex-as at Chelmsford, &c.­
the strata must lie horizontally. 

This pressure from the south bas been called the 
" Armorican " movement, because its effects are very 
prominent in Brittany. After the deposition of the Eocene 
strata this pressure was renewed with greater intensity ; and 
was continued during at least the early part of the Pliocene 
epoch. We see the final results of this great earth-move­
ment all over the South of England and in South Wales. 
All this area was thrown into great synclines and anticlines, 
which ran east and west. In the synclines, the result has 
been to preserve the strata----as we see in the London Basin, 
the Hampshire Basin, and the South Wales Coal-field : 
while in the anticlines-the best example of which is the 
Weald of Kent and Sussex-the upper strata have been 
denuded, exposing the older rocks beneath. 

But proceeding from some area far to the north and west 
of the London Basin, a second great earth-movement took 
place, and we see its results in the line taken by the Chalk 
from north-east to south-west, forming the escarpment of 
the Chiltern Hills, the Downs of Royston, &c. This second 
earth~pressure came from the north-west, and its effects are 
Specially marked in the Scottish BiJ!hlands, so that it is 
known as the " Caledonian " movement. To the joint 
action of these two great earth-crust forces (though princi­
pally to the Armorican) the London Basin owes its present 
form, extent and position. 

OLD Rocxs BENEATH ESSEX--Lying far below the sur­
face of Essex at a depth of about one thousand feet~ 
stratified rocks of great geological age occur which have 

rence of a similar slaty rock at Stutton (on the north side of 
the Stour estuary) at a depth of 994 feet. A third boring 
at Weeley (between Colchester and Walton-on-the-:Saze) 
reached old rocks at 1,094 feet : specimens which were sent 
to us strongly resembled a sandstone of Cambrian age. 

DoES CoAL USDERLTE EssEx? -From the supposed 
occuuence of Lower Carboniferous rocks beneath Harwich, 
we were led in 189:, to give a somewhat favourable opinion 
as to the possibility of the occurrence of a coal-field beneath 
some part or other of Essex, recommending a point south­
west of Newport for a preliminary trial by boring. But the 
discovery by Professor 'Vatts removes the chief reason for 
such a supposition. That a plain of old rocks underlies 
Essex at a depth of about 1,000 feet is unquestionable, but. 
that plain would seem to consist on the whole of strata. 
which are olde>· than those (the Upper Carboniferous beds) 
which contain seams of coal. Still, these older rocks are. 
probably much folded, and they may include in their folds. 
portions of the Carboniferous strata. 

We may mention here other local deep borings (mostly 
made in search of water), which have not, however, reached' 
the old rocks :-Saff•·on Walden, " over 1,000 feet" ; this 
boring was made in 1836, and is said to have reached a 
depth of 1,004 feet, ending in "blue clay" (?the Gault); 
the depth would seem to be exaggerated: Inughton, 1,100 
feet, ending in the Gault : South Shoebury, 1,o48 feet, end­
ing in Lower Chalk: Tf'ickham Bishop, 1,180 feet, of which 
the lower 703 feet was chalk (not bottom"d). . 

THE UPPER CRETACEOUS FORMATION.-Commencing, 
then, with the beds uf chalk which we bave already stated 
to be the lowest and qldest of the strata which form the 
surface of the county of Essex, we find in the north-west of 
the county hilly and undulating ground, which presents, 
though in a less marked manner, the characteristic features 
of the downs of the south of England. This chalk district. 
extends from the north and west boundaries of the county 
as far south as a line drawn through or a lit tie north of 
Bishop's Stortford, Castle Hedingham, !lnd Sudbury. It is. 
only along the boundary line with Cambridgeshire, however, 
that the chalk hills make any feature in the Essex landscape~ 
or that we find the white earthy limestone known as chalk 
actually forming the surfat'e. The Royston downs rise to a 
height of 400 feet, and from this point to Linton and Haver­
hill the average height is between 300 and 400 feet. The top of 
the Rivey, a hill just outside the county near Linton, is 325 
feet above the river Cam and 365 above the sea-level. The 
.Middle Chalk is exposed along the north-western slope of 
this low escarpment and also along the valleys of the little 
streams that rnn northwards into the Cam. 

The Lower Chalk forms the western base of the line of 
chalk hills, and does not extend-at the surface-into Essex. 

The Upper Chalk is distinguished by the presence of numer­
ous layers of flints, which are absent, or at all events not so 
common, in the beds below. A microscopical examination 
of chalk reveals the fact that it is almost entirely composed 
of minute shells of the foran•inifera, a class of lowly ani­
mals which are, even now, forming a deposit very similar 
to chalk on the bed of the North Atlantic Ocean. The 
Chalk dips gently to the south-east and undoubtedly under­
lies the whole of Essex, rising again to the surface on the 
south of the 'fhames to form the Kentish hills known as the 
North Downs. Owing to a minor undulation, one little 
patch of Chalk, however, crops out in the south of the 
county between Purfleet and Grays Thurrock ; here it is 
largely worked for the manufacture of " whiting " and 
Roman cement, and the flint nodules have been employed in 
making porcelain. Numerous fossils, as sea-urchins of the 
genera Holaster, Ananchytes, "JficrasteT, and EchinoCIJnus, 
shells, as Te,.el,ratula carnea, I noceTamus mytiloides, &c., 
and in fact all the ordinary fossils of the Middle and Upper 
Chalk, are fairly plentiful. At Grays the Chalk has been 
proved by boring to beabout66o feet thick,andatHarwich 
8go feet. Being a porous rock, the Chalk is very important 
as a source of water-supply : it has also been much used in 
times past for marling the land : while the flints make good 
road-metal.

On the 
whole these pebble-gravels seem to be of fluviatile origin ; 
and to belong to the early part of the Pleistocene formation. 

PLEISTOCENE FORMATION. ThelJrift or Glacial Beds.­
Beds of Upper Pliocene age found in Norfolk and Suffolk 
give plain indications that a colder climate was then begin­
ning to prevail. The warm-water or Mediterranean shells 
of the Red Crag disappear and are replaced by Arctic forms : 
still later we enter on a period of severe cold, when icebergs 
detached from glaciers, which then covered all the north of 
Great Britain and the whole of Scandinavia, came sailing 
southwards down the North Sea laden with rocks detached 
from the land over which they robbed; and later still the 
glaciers themselves pushed southwards as far as Essex and 
Middlesex. The first or lowest glacial deposits found in 
Essex are loams, gravels and sands : they are overlaid and 
in places overlapped by the Chalky Boulder-Clay, which 
reaches southwards to the northern edge of the Thaines 
Valley; its southernmost point (as shown by existing 
boulder-clay) reaching to Hornchurch, between Romford 
and Upminster. Thus this great Chalky Boulder-Clay is 
·spread as a surface covering over all the stratified rocks of 
central and northern Essex, except along the bottoms of the 
river valleys, where it has been washed away, exposing the 
glacial gravels beneath. It is a stiff, clayey mass of a 
brownish hue, fnll of chalk-pebbles, flints and pieces of rock 
brongbt from the north and north-west, containing, too, 
numerous fossils knocked out of older rocks and brought 
from afar ; it often forms a stumbling block to the young 
geologist, who fails to distinguish it from the truly-stratified 
rocks which it overlies and conceals. 

Glacial Action in North Es . .ex.-In the north of Essex the 
glacial ice pressing southwards produced some remarkable 
local results. Mr. W. Whitaker has described [ Q. Journ 
Gegl. Soc., \'OI. xlvi., p. 333] a deep channel either ploughed­
out by a glacier or eroded by torrents proceeding from 
melting ice, which is found in the valley of the Cam, and

Recent or Post- Glacial Beds. - The original river­
valleys of the Eastern Counties dating back it may be to 
Pliocene or even in some cases to Miocene times-were 
probably filled up with drift during the Glacial period, and 
have since been more or less re-excavated by the rivers 
which now occupy them. Most of the material so removed 
has been swept ont to the sea ; but here and there along each 
river's course we find beds of fine loam or brick-earth, and 
again beds of gravel or sand, at varying heights, which 
have been deposited by the streams at different periods as 
they wore their way downwards. The brick-earths at 
Stratford, Ilford, Grays, Copford, &c. (which are about 30 
feet in thickness), have yielded numerous remains of fresh­
water mollusca, mainly such as still inhabit the adjoining

OviN: " the north door is of carved oak, 
but imperfect, some figures of saints in canopied receS«es 
having been removed: the chancel was restar&.i in 188o, 
when a carved stone re-redos and sedilia were introduced: 
the piscina is ancient: in 1887 the organ was removed 
from the w .... t to the east end of the south aisle and the 
exterior walls of the chancel and the north wall of the 
church were renovated : tihere are seven stained windows: 
the church was reseated in 1861 and has 610 sittings. 
The register dates from the year 1560. The living is a 
vicarage, net yearly value £170, with ~~ acres of glebe 
and residence, in the gift of the Duchy of Lancaster, and 
held since 1906 by the Rev. Frederick George Given­
Wilson Y.A.. of St. John's College, Cambridge. Attached 
to tlhe church is a lectureship founded in the reign of 
Queen Elizabeth and subsequently endowed by the Rev. 
William Burkitt and others, with. great tithes commuted at 
the sum of £soo yearly, certain glebe lands and the sum 
of £25 consolidated £2i per Cent. Annuities, standing in 
the name of the official trustee of charitable funds : -under a scheme of the Charity Commissioners, dated 
Jan. 28th, 187o, the administration of the charity and 
the patronage are vested in trustees; this lectureship. 
yearly value £250, with residence, has been held since 
1872 by the Rev. Hamilton Ashwin LL.D. of Trinity 
College, Dublin. The vicar has in his possession a list 
of the Vicars of Dedham from the 14th century to the 
pres~t time. There are Congregational and Primitive 
Methodist chapels. Dunton's almshouses, founded in 
1517 by Stephen Dunton, of Dedham, and endowed by 
William Littlebury in 1571 for old and decayed trades­
people, compri-se 10 house-s, now occupied by 15 persons, 
each of whom receives from IS. to IS. 6d. weekly, coals 
and wood being found free of charge. Barker's, founded 
in 1863 by Samuel Ra.rker, of Bedford Square, London, a 
native of Dedham, for aged spinsters, have .six inmates, 
each of whom receives ss. weekly and medical attend-

ance; there are six Chapel almshouses, founded in 1834, 
by Mrs. Mary Barfield, of Colcnester, for six aged 
widows, e1ch receiving 4s. 6d. weekly: Chapman's , 
charity, derived from land at Ardleigh, let in 1890 at 
£so was left in 1657 by John Chapman, of Dedham, and 
is distributed yearly: Betts' charity, of £rs, left in 
r825 by Edward Betts, of Dedham, is distributed yearly 
in coal to members of the Church of England for regular 
attendance at services. Dedham formerly had a market 
and in the reign of Richard IL and up to the end of the 
16th century was famous as one of the chief seats of the 
clothing · tTade. .Stour House, an Eliza.bethan mansion, 
built in r868, and the seat of Mrs. Dunnett, is situated 
on the side of a hill, with a commanding and picturesque 
view of the vale of Dedham, the river Stour and the 
surrounding country. Dalethorpe, an ancient residence, 
the seat• of James Dyer Tremlebt ""q. J.P. is pleasantly 
situated on the banks of the Stour. The Hill House, 
Dedham Park, the seat of Mrs. Mounsey, is a modern 
home. The Old House, the original building of Dedham 
Grammar school, dates from the time of Queen Eliza­
beth, and is the residence of Mrs. Penrose ; Lower Park 
is the residence of W. W. Hewitt esq. ; Birchwood of 
Robert S. Goodspead esq. ; Castle House of William 
Tinning esq. ; Stonylands of 'Lt.-CoL R. S. Green J.P.; 
The Grove of Sir R. H. Lang K.O.M.G.; East House 
of H. N. Dunnett esq. ; Ivy Lodge of Alfred Dunnage 
esq. ; and Highlands of William Deason esq. There are 
two manors in the parish of Dedham, viz. Dedham Hall, 
attached to the Duchv of Lancaster, and Over Hall and 

• 
Nether Hall, of which - Beaumont esq. of Colchester, is 
lord. The principal landowners are the trustees of 
William Herbert Dunnett, H. R. Edwards esq. J.P. of 
Southwold, William Nocton esq. of Langham, Lieut.-CoL 
Richard Spurgeon Green J.P. of Stonylands, William 
Deason esq. James Dyer Tremlett esq. J.P. and Messrs. 
Ebenezer Clover and W. W. Hewitt and Mr. Arthur 
Osborne, of Mistley. The soil is mixed, principally mild 
loam; subsoil, various. The chief crops are wheat, 
barley, oats and beans. The area is 2,559 acres of land 
and 9 of water; rateable value, £7,367; the population

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LEYTON (or Low Leyton) is a pari"h pleasantly situ-
. at~d on the banks of the river Lee, from which its name 

was derived, 5! miles from London, with two stations 
on the Great Eastern railway and one on the Midland, 
London, Tilbury and Southend railway, in the South 
Western division of the county, Becontree hundred, West 
Ham union, Bow county court district, rural deanery 
of North Barking, archdeaconry of Essex and diocese of 
St. Albans, and is within the jurisdiction of the Central 
Criminal Court and Metropolitan Police. Leyton adjoins 
Walthamstow and Stratford, and includes the "slip" 
part of Wanstead; the district was extended by 38 and 
39 Viet. c. cxciii. to include part of Wan .. tead. It was 
formerly governed by a Local Board of Health, formed 
under the Act 36 and 37 Viet. c. clxxxii. but under the 
provisions of the· "Local Government Act, 1894.'' is 
now controlled by an Urban District Council of 27 mem­
bers. The district is divided into nine wards. The 
parish is supplied. with water by the East London Water 
Works, is lighted with gas by the Lea Bridge Di9trict 
Gas Co. and with the electric light from works in Cat­
hall road, erected in r8g6. The church of St. Mary is a 
plain structure of brick in the Perpendicular style, con­
sisting of chancel, nave, aisles, two small porches, both 
on the south side, and a western tower containing a 
clock : all the windows are stained : in the chancel is a 
memorial to J' ohn Strype M.A. the celebrated historian 
and antiquary, who held t·his vicarage for 68 years and 
was buried here in Dec. 1737, at the age· of 94 : in the 
north aisle is the monument of Charles (Goring), 2nd 
and last ·Earl of Norwich, who died in r67o-r: in the 
tower is a monument to Sir Michael Hickes kt. of 
Ruckholts, who died there in r6r2, and his wife Eliza­
beth (Colston), widow of Henry Parvis esq. of Ruck-

. holts ; the lower portion projects from the wall, and is 
panelled and adorned with heraldic achievements ; on 
the top are effigie" of both reclining on their elbows, 
with their feet together in the centre, and their heads 
outwards ; a double arched screen, with inscriptions, 
rises at the back : ·here also is a similar but more lofty 
monument to Sir William Hicks bart. of Beverstone 
Castle, Glouc. ob. 9 Oct. r68o, with a reclining effigy in 
a court snit, wig and ruffles ; and at either end standing 
figures of Margaret (Paget) his wife, and his son ; there 
is a third monument to his son, Sir William Hicks bart. 
ob. 1703, and Martha Agnes (Coningsby) his wife, ob. 
1723: here, too, was buried William Bowyer, the printer, 
d. r8 Nov. 1777• and Sir J'ohn Strange kt. Master of the 
Rolls; 1750-54, some·time M.P. for West Looe and Totnes, 
who died May r8th, 1754: there are brasses to Ursula 
Gasprey, ob. 1493, with two Latin verses; to Tobias 
Wood esq. and Eliza his wife, with 7 sons and 5 
daughters, c. r62o; to Lady Mary, wife of Sir William 
Kyngestone, ob. 1557; and to Robert Rampstone, 1585, 
who left 2os. for the· poor: near the vestry door is a 
mural tablet to Sir Robert Beachcroft kt. Lord Mayor, 
d. 1721 ; and there is a memorial to Sir Richard Haw­
kins, d. 1735 : there are .Soo sittings, of which 400 are 
free. T·he register of baptisms and marriages dates 
from the year 1575; burials, r6r7. The living is a 
vicarage, net yearly value £364, with r acre of glebe 
and residence, in the gift of Simeon's trustees, and held 
since 1900 by the Rev. J' ames Theodore Inskip M.A. of 
Corpus Christi College, Cambridge, and surrogate. St. 
Catherine's is an ecclesiastical district formed in 1894 
from the mother parish of St. Mary. The church is a 
structure of brick in the Perpendicular style and con­
sists of chancel, nave and aisles : there are 563 sittings. 
The registers date from 1894. The living is a vicarage, 
net yearly value £297, in the gift of the vicar of Leyton, 
and held since 1894 by the Rev. J'ohn Kennedy F.S.A. 
Christ Church is an ecclesiastical district formed in 
1904 from St. Catherine's, Leyton, and 8t. J'ohn's, Ley­
tonstone. The church, in Francis road, is an edifice of 
brick in the Golihic style, and consists of nave only at 
present: there are sittings for 504 pel"Sons. The living is 
a perpetual curacy, net yearly value £120, in the gift of 

• 

trustee·s, and held since 1904 by the Rev. Frederick 
J' ames Sloan. · All Saints is an ecclesiastical parish 
formed in Jan. 1886, out of Leyton and St. James', Wal­
thamstow. The church, erected by subscription in r864, 
at a cost of about £3,000, and consecrated J'an. r865, as 
a chapel of ease to the parish church, is a plain cruci­
form building of brick and stone in the Decorated style, 
consisting of chancel, nave, aisles, transepts and a south 
porch : the east window and two othe·rs in the chancel 
are stained : these, together with the reredos of Caen 
stone· and alabaster, were the gift of the Capper family. 
The register dates from the· year 1881 .. The living is a 
perpetual curacy, net yearly value £303, chiefly derived 
from the Ecclesiastical Commissioners and Queen Anne's 
Bounty, in. the gift of the vicar of St. Mary's, and ·held 
since 1904 by the Rev. Edwin Davie·s, of St. Aidan's. 
Hea-e is a Catholic church dedicated to St. Joseph, Bap­
tist, Congregational, Primitive Methodist and Wesleyan 
chapels, a preaching room belonging to the· Plymouth 
Brethren and a Salvation Army Hall. There is a Metro­
politan police . station in the Lea Bridge road, and a 
volunteer fire brigade with stations in Church road, 
Leyton, and High road, Leytonstone. Public Baths were 
erected in '90" in Cathall road. The almshouses be­
longing to the London Master Bakers' Pension Society · 
are in the Lea Bridge road, and in the Church road are 
eight almshouses, of flint and Beer stone, rebuilt in 
1885 at the request of the Rev. J'ames Lunt M.A. then 
vicar, on an improved plan, at the cost of the surviving 
members of the family of the late Mr. John Hibbert. 
There are charities producing £77 yearly, distributed in 
bread. Leyton was a Roman settlement and is supposed 
to be the site of the ancient 'Durolitnm mentioned by 
Antoninus; many Roman antiquities, including the 
foundations of buildings, mortised. timber, a subter­
ranean arched gateway, wells and coin.s, both brass and 
silver, of thl' Consular and Imperial times, together 
with some silver Saxon pieces, were discovered in 1718, 
in the vicinity of the Manor house. Sir Thomas Roe, 
of .Magdalen College, Oxford, an oriental traveller and 
diplomatist and M.P. for Oxford University in 1640, was 
born here in 158o, and knighted at Whitehall, July :aJrd, 
r6o3 ; in r6r4 he was sent as ambassador to the Great 
Mogul, and in 1621 to the Sultan of Turkey; he died 6 
Nov. 1644. The parish contains several fine old houses: 
Eltoe IHouse, long the residence of the late Cardinal 
Wiseman (d. g F'eib. r865), is in Church road; Ruck­
holt House was formerly the seat of the Hicks family. 
The Rev. J'ohn Pardoe B.A. rector of Gravelly, Herts, 
is lord of the manor ; the principal landowners are Earl 
Cowley and Samuel Courthope Bosanquet esq. of Dinge­
stow Court, Monmouth. The Town Hall, situate in 
High road, and adjoining the old Town Hall, now us.ed 
a.s a public library, is a structure of red brick with 
stone dressings, and was opened r8th March, 1896, by 
T.R.H. the Prince and Princess of Wale·s, then Duke and 
Duchess o( Cornwall and York. The Public Library, 
opened in r893, occupies the old Town hall. The Car­
negie Library, situate in Lea Bridge road, was~ erected 
in 1905-6. The area of the Urban district is :-Low 
Leyton civil parish, 2,359 acres of land and 12 of water ; 
Cann Hall civil parish, 223 acres ; total, 2,594 acres ; 
rateable value : Low Leyton, £4Ia,6J6; of Cann Hall, 
£67,808. The population in 1901 was: Low Leyton, 
76,68o ; Cann Hall, 22,232 ; total, 98,912. The popula­
tion of the wards in Igor was :-Oann Hall, 12,8ox; 
Grove Green, 13,066; Harrow Green, 15,r6g; Lea Bridge, 
r6.6r5; Leyton, 17,305; Leytonstone, 14,525; Wanst.ead 
Slip, 9,431. 

·KNOTTS GREEN and LEA BRIDGE are the names 
of localities in the parish, formerly regarded as ham­
lets ; at the latter is a station on the Great Easte:rn 
railway. 

At RUCKHOLT.S, obscured by trees, are the remains 
of ancient entrenchments, with a square double embank­
ment, roo feet in diameter, secured ·by a moat.
