Reading/Literature

Students will also be developing video tutorials highlighting
different fraction problem solving skills. There will be a short quiz on Friday covering fraction
multiplication.

Learnstorm challenge. Participating 3rd, 4th and 5th grade students earn points for mastering math
skills and also for persevering with difficult tasks. Last week, Holmes was ranked 80th two of the
public leaderboards, and three 5th grade students were also in the top 100 5th graders participating in
the contest.

Science

In science this week, the students will be continuing to set up our experiments for Science Fair and
typing out their procedures on a Google Doc so that they can conduct these at home. Please make
sure that your child is up to date with the deadlines!

Social Studies

This week we will launch the “Diary from the New World” assignment. Using notes from class,
students will create a diary from the perspective of a colonist.
