Reading/Literature  
This  week,  reading  mini  lessons  will  center  around  studying  the  characters  in  fiction  texts.    Students  
will  learn  that  main  characters  always  have  connections  to  the  other  characters  in  a  book.    Students  
will  apply  this  learning  by  creating  a  “Character  Connections”  chart  in  their  Reader’s  Notebook.    The  
chart  describes  the  important  characters  in  the  students’  novels  as  well  as  the  connections  between  
the  main  character  and  the  other  characters.    Other  mini  lesson  topics  will  include  growing  theories  
about  characters,  expecting  complications  in  characters,  and  attending  to  objects  that  reveal  
characters.     
     
Writing  
We  will  continue  to  create  lists  of  “seeds”  for  personal  narrative  stories  and  try  out  quick  versions  of  
these  stories  by  writing  notebook  entries  of  these  small,  important  moments.    We  will  also  review  
strategies  for  writing  strong  narratives  by  telling  stories  step-­by-­step  using  actions,  descriptions,  
thoughts,  and  dialogue.     
  

Math  
Students  will  take  a  division  assessment  this  week.    The  standard  assessed  is  5.NBT.6  -­  Find  
whole-­number  quotients  of  whole  numbers  with  up  to  four-­digit  dividends  and  two-­digit  divisors,  using  
strategies  based  on  place  value,  the  properties  of  operations,  and/or  the  relationship  between  
multiplication  and  division.  Illustrate  and  explain  the  calculation  by  using  equations,  rectangular  arrays,  
and/or  area  models.    Students  will  also  take  a  volume  pretest  in  preparation  for  our  next  unit.    Flexible  
groups  will  be  rearranged  based  on  the  pretest  and  MAP  data.  
  
Science  
In  science  this  week,  we  will  learn  about  the  Earth’s  water  supply  and  will  create  a  circle  graph  to  
represent  the  distribution.  We  also  will  work  on  reading  informational  text  and  identifying  the  main  idea  
and  supporting  details  using  a  text  related  to  the  subject  of  water  distribution.  
  
Social  Studies  
In  Social  Studies  we  will  read  articles  from  Time  For  Kids  Magazine  that  focus  on  what  archeological  
findings  tell  us  about  ancient  people.    
  
Spelling/Word  Study  
Due  to  the  shortened  week,  students  will  not  complete  our  Building  Vocabulary  with  Root  Words  
curriculum  during  their  Reading/Literature  block.
