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Readingl/Literature

During the last weeks of January and the beginning of February, we will focus on comprehending
expository nonfiction texts. We will practice “revving up” our minds to read nonfiction by reading text
features such as the table of contents, headings, subheadings, charts, graphs, and diagrams. We will
also focus on remembering main ideas and details as we read and take notes in a “boxes and bullets”
format. We will also analyze nonfiction texts to figure out what structures the author used, and we will
tailor our thinking and notes to fit these structures. These structures include description, compare and
contrast, problem and solution, cause and effect, and sequence.

Writing
Students will be working on their Science research papers during writing time.

Math

In math this week, we will be learning about fraction division. Students will be using visual models to
show division of a unit fraction by a whole number and division of a whole number by a fraction. There
will be a short quiz on Friday covering fraction division. Last week, students took a fraction
multiplication assessment. Graded assessments will be returned to students later this week.

Science

In science this week, students will continue to learn more about how changing a variable can change
the outcome of an experiment. Using the data from our pendulum experiment, we will graph the
results of the experiment.

Social Studies

In Social Studies we will continue to learn about the first English settlements in North America. We
will focus on the colonies of Jamestown and Plymouth, but take a quick detour to explore the mystery
of Roanoke. This week, students will be watching a video tour of Plymouth colony. Students will take
notes and us this information to write a “Postcard from the New World” which will focus on what life
was like in one of these colonies.

Spelling/Word Study
Students will complete our Building Vocabulary with Root Words curriculum during their
Reading/Literature block. We learn that the bases “scrib” and “script” mean “write” and that “dict”

means “say,” “speak,” or “tell.”
