Partial-Quotients Division (2-digit divisor) J

To find the number of 27s in 621, first find all the partial quotients.
Record them in a column to the right of the problem. Then add the
partial quotients to find the final quotient or answer.

(dividend) (divisor)

621 + 27
Ask: How many [27s] are in 6217 (at least 20)  27)621
The first partial quotient is 20. 540 |20
20 * 27 = 540 81
Subtract 540 from 621. 81 | 3

0O 23
Ask: How many [27s] are in 817 (3)
The second partial quotient is 3.
3 % 27 = 81
Subtract 81 from 81.
The difference is 0, so there is no remainder.
Add the partial quotients. The answer is 23. 621 - 27 = 23
