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he purpose of this work is to improve service learning research

and practice through strengthening its theoretical base.

Volume 2A begins with research related to students, comprising chapters

that focus on cognitive processes, academic learning, civic learning,

personal development, and intercultural competence. The concluding

faculty section presents chapters on faculty development, faculty

motivation, and faculty learning. 

Volume 2B addresses community development, and the role of nonprofit

organizations in service learning. It then focusses on institutions,

examining the institutionalization of service learning, engaged

departments, and institutional leadership. The final section on

partnerships in service learning includes chapters on conceptualizing and

measuring the quality of partnerships, inter-organizational partnerships,

and student partnerships.
