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This course teaches the basic concepts and terminology of cloud computing; the various
service delivery models of a cloud computing architecture; and the differences between
public, private, hybrid, and community cloud deployments. The course also covers the
security challenges of cloud deployments, the IBM cloud computing architecture, and various
IBM cloud offerings.

A number of self-running and hands-on demonstrations show how to access and use cloud-
based instances, such as the IBM Smart Business Development and Test Cloud and the IBM
WebSphere CloudBurst appliance.
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
