9 extraction, which they will vote upon every 3 years or until 2040 when the Antarctic
10 Treaty is invalidated.

E. Funds for this program will be provided by levying a tax on financial
transactions.

F. No program of the service corps may be used to displace any current
employee or business or to substitute for current governmental program.
This legislation will take effect in 2017 and will only affect individuals
who turn eighteen after that.

ASC and the Department of the Treasury shall enforce this bill.
