You can retrieve media materials from
the device connected or choose media files from system folder. You can choose slide show

materials from your photo album as well.

If the box “Always show this wizard when Videolmpression starts.” at the bottom of the
wizard is checked, the wizard will appear each time you run the program. If you'd like to skip
the wizard the next time, uncheck the box.

Select the item you desire and the picture and videos you need then you will enter the
editing interface as below.
