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Key Stage Three - AcademicTarget Setting and Reporting 

 
 

As you are aware, the Key Stage Three students have been set academic targets by each of their subject teachers.  
Subject Target Setting sheets should be stapled into their Homework Diaries for easy reference.  Next week 
Heads of Year and form teachers will be revisiting the targets with the students in order to ensure that they are 
working towards meeting them.  The rationale for setting targets and the importance of working towards meeting 
these will be discussed in form time.  Please find time to discuss the targets with your child at home and also sign 
the target sheets. 
 
 
Key Stage Three students will receive a Progress Report this term on 12 March.  This report aims to give a brief 
overview of progress being made and will be followed by another set of detailed reports in June at the end of 
term three.  The Progress Reports will include new academic targets.  These will be discussed with students in 
the week beginning 22 March when the current targets will also be reviewed.

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Academic Reports for High School Students 

 
Semester one reports for High School students will be sent home over the next few weeks.  Students in H1 and 

H3 will receive their reports on Wednesday 3 February and H2 and H4 students will receive their reports on 
Friday 12 February.  These reports will be full academic reports giving attainment grades, mock examination 
results (for H2 and H4 students), learning and performance indicators, a teacher comment, and improvement 
targets for each subject. 
 
In addition to their reports the students will also receive a target setting sheet detailing their improvement target 
for each subject.  These targets will be discussed with teachers in the designated Target Setting Week which 
begins on March 1. Parent Teacher Interviews for High School students will be held on Wednesday 3 

March from 1.30pm until 7.00pm.  Details regarding this evening will be circulated in due course. 
 
You will be able to access electronic copies of your child’s reports via QS Web from 5 February for H1 and H3 
students and from 16 February for H2 and H4 students. Details of the Reporting Timeframe are below.  Please do 
not hesitate to contact me if you have any queries regarding the reporting and target setting process.

Students who are successful revise actively, thinking about what the material they are learning means. The more 
links a student can make to the information that they are revising, the more readily they will be able to recall it. 
When a student feels their concentration is waning they should take a fifteen minute break and then resume their 
study with a quick review of the work they have previously covered. Nevertheless, learning facts and concepts is 
only fifty percent of examination preparation, and the students also need to complete as many practice questions 
as they can. I would also recommend that the students seek the help of their teachers when they are unsure about 
a concept or idea that they are revising. It is very hard for a student to remember something that they don’t 
understand.

The IB mock examinations have just finished for the H2 
and H4 students. The mock examinations took place 
from 13 January 2010 to 22 January 2010. It is 
important that the H2 and H4 students look upon this as 
an opportunity to test themselves against IGCSE and IB 
examination papers under a replica of the real 
conditions. The mock examinations also serve as a 
diagnostic tool for their teachers to provide insightful 
and directed advice. However, if a student does not 
adequately prepare, this opportunity will be lost, and the 
only feedback that the teacher can provide is that the 
student needs to prepare more thoroughly.
