Since implementing this model, 
i-SAFE has assisted hundreds of thousands of educators to 
become e-Safety trainers.

Th e New York City Department of Education has part-
nered with i-SAFE to provide cyber safety professional 
development designed to support the safe, appropriate and 
acceptable use of the Internet by New York City students, 
parents, teachers, and leaders. You can ask your school’s 
parent coordinator, librarian, or technology specialist if 
your school plans to use it.

• 58% admit to using the Internet unsafely, inappropriately, or 
illegally
