Et si...? (What if...?)

* Q: What if there is bad weather the day
of departure?

A: We will be closely monitoring the
weather in the days leading up to the
trip. All updates and communication
will be done via email. If weather
threatens the day of departure, we
would delay our departure time
accordingly.

Et si...? (What if...?)

* Q: What if there is bad weather the day
students return?

» A: We will be in contact with the tour
company and bus company to
determine the best course of action. We
would either leave early or delay the
departure time from Québec.
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Et si...? (What if...?)

* Q: What if my child gets sick or hurt?

» A: The chaperones will first contact the
parent to discuss the situation and
decide a course of action together.
Prométour has an on-call doctor in the
event a student needs to be seen. In
emergencies, we would certainly call
911 and seek medical attention
immediately.

Et si...? (What if...?)

* Q: What if my child takes a regular
medication ?

» A: Students who take a regular prescription
medication are required to complete a
Medical Authorization form for each
medication. The parent shall then provide the
chaperone with enough medication for the
trip. The chaperone will then dispense it to
the student as prescribed.

Et si...? (What if...?)

* Q: What if there is a discipline problem
on the trip?

» A: In the event of a serious discipline
issue, the chaperone will contact the
principal and student’s dean to inform
them of the situation. Depending on the
type of discipline problem, an
appropriate course of action will be
followed.

* Q: What happens if you are delayed
coming back?
