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Variable Expression: collection of numbers, variables, and
operations

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Example:

You invest $80 at a simple annual interest rate of 2%.
How much simple interest would you earn in 1.5 years?

Simple Interest = Prt

P = principal amount
r = rate
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Unit Analysis: writing the units of each variable in a real-life
problem helps you determine the units for the answer

*Note: When the same units occur in the numerator and
denominator of an expression, you can cancel the units.




Find the average speed for the given distance and time
*Note: Average Speed = Distance divided by Time

1. In 5 seconds an athlete runs 40 ft.
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2. A horse gallops 4 kilometers in 30 minutes
