1.6 - Solving_ and Graphing_Linear Inequalities

Linear Inequalities: equations of the form ax + b > c,
axtb>c,axtb<c,orax+tb<c

*Note: When solving linear inequalities, switch the inequality
sign when:

1. multiplying both sides by the same negative number

2. dividing both sides by the same negative number

**Note: When graphing linear inequalities, use a(n):
1. open dot for < or >
2. closed dot for < or >
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Ex 3: Solve and Graph 3(2x + 4) > 24
