1.7 - Solving Absolute Value Equations

Absolute Value: the distance the number is from zero
on a number line.

Solving_an Absolute Value Equation

The absolute value equation |ax+b| = c, where c > 0,

Is equivalent to the compound statement:
ax+b=corax+b=-c




Ex 1: Solve [2x - 5] =9
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Ex 2: Solve |20 - 7x| = 2
