" Writing Rates

OBJECTIVE: Writing a rate to represent a comparison of two different quantities

A rate is a ratio that compares two unlike quantities. For example, a
speed of 55 miles per hour is a rate because distance is compared to time.
A unit rate is a ratio in which the denominator is one unit. For example,
a price per pound is a unit rate.

| EXAMPLE 1 | Write the unit rate. Round as needed to the nearest cent.
$4.59 for 5 pounds

b Solution

0.918
dollars — 4.59 .
pounds — 5 Divide 459 by 5. 5)4.590

The price per pound is about $0.92.

| EXAMPLE 2 | Write the unit rate. Round as needed to the nearest hundredth.
180 miles in 3.5 hours

» Solution

miles — 180 o
hours — 3.5 Divide 160 by 3.5.

Since 180 + 3.5 isabout 51.43, the unit rate is about 51.43 miles per hour.
