e Published documents will not include the student’s phone number, street address or box number,
or names of other family members.

e Documents will not include any information which indicates the physical location of a student at a
given time other than attendance at a particular school or participation in school activities.

e Documents will not contain objectionable material or point directly on indirectly to objectionable
material.

e Documents must conform to School Board polices and established guidelines.

Additionally, documents must be edited and approved by the referring teacher and school principal
prior to initial publication.
