1. You should always have at least
two-three reasons that your claim
should be supported. These reasons
will serve as "topics" for each of
your paragraphs.

2. Each one of these reasons should
be supported by three pieces of
textual evidence.




Body Paragraph Structure

Topic Sentence: Old McDonald took horrible care of his
farm animals.

Evidence one: "He was too busy saying 'E-1-E-I-O" to do any
real work"

Evidence two: "His cows would 'moo-moo here' and 'moo-
moo there' all day and he would not do anything." (Goose,
43)

Evidence three: The words "Here a quack, there a quack,
everywhere a quack-quack!" (Goose, 45) suggest that the
ducks were not happy either.
