Choose One:

-must mention the characters and the setting 
-must resolve the main conflict in the story 
-must be written from the same point of view as the original  
-The setting, characters, and point of view must be the same as in the original story 
2. Create a visual representation of either “The Granddaughter” or “The Visitor” 
-can be two-dimensional or three-dimensional [drawing, painting, sculpture, etc.] 
-must include at least 3 of the 5 elements [characters, setting, conflict, plot, and point of view] 
3. Create a “Facebook Profile” for a character from either “The Granddaughter” or “The Visitor” 
-must describe the character’s physical appearance and the character’s personality 
-must mention the setting of the story 
-must mention at least one internal and one external conflict which the character experiences
