Devenir (devenu[e][s]) = to become

Revenir (revenu[e][s]) = to come back

Monter = to go up, to get on/in (bus, taxi, metro)
Rester = to stay

Sortir = to go out

Venir (venu[e][s]) = to come

Aller= to go

Naitre (néle]ls]) = to be born

Descendre= to go down, to get off/out of (bus, taxi, metro)
Entrer= to enter

Rentrer= to go back (home)

Tomber= to fall

Retourner= to return

Arriver= to arrive

Mourir (mortfe]ls]) = to die

Partir = to leave

*Passer (par/chez...) = to go (by)

*Passer + object takes "AVOIR"
ex: J'ai passe les papiers. J'ai passé un bon weekend.

Questions with inversion
Invert the conjugated
verb (avoir or etre) with
the subject.

As-tu parlé?

The past participles of "etre"
verbs must agree in gender
(masc./fem.) and number
(sing./plur.) with the subject of
the sentence.

ex:
Il est parti.

Elle est partie.
Ils sont partis.
Elles sont parties.

Negation
To say what didn't happen,
put the ne ... pas (etc.)
around the conjugated verb
(avoir or etre).

Je n'ai pas parlé.

Exception: ne ... personne
goes around BOTH verbs:

Je n'ai vu personne.
