If Mama is not happy, | nobody's happy.
OU fais gaffe!
OR look out!
unlikely
(but still imparfait conditionnel
possible)
Ex: Si Maman n'était pas heureuse, | personne ne serait heureux.
If Mama weren't happy, | nobody would be happy.
impossible
(because plus-que-parfait passé du conditionnel
it's overt)

Ex: Si Maman n'avait pas été heureuse,
If Mama had not been happy,

personne n'aurait été heureux.
nobody would have been happy.
