Book Trailer Projects 


   THINK: book report 


   WHY: multimodal project that assesses a deeper 
understanding of a novel; creates a “reading 
community” within the classroom 


   HOW: iMovie, Windows Movie Maker, animoto 



Reader’s Journals 
(with Google Docs) 


   THINK: gathering composition books that discuss 
novel’s characteristics 


   WHY: ability to share with peers for instantaneous 
feedback; creates opportunities for deeper discussions 


   HOW: share documents with peers and teacher

VoiceThread 


   THINK: summer reading assignments 


   WHY: assess students’ understanding; share with peers 


   HOW: set up bookshelves through VoiceThread

Reading Websites 


   THINK: end of unit assessment; ongoing literature discussions 


   WHY: need/want students to create and collaborate through 
critical thinking/consuming 


   HOW: create a website; create a wiki
