Mote that the slot in the back is only 1/8" thicker than the neck of

the "spoon." This can make for a very tight fit if the wood swells

even slightly. Accordingly, you will want to be prepared to open

up the height of the slot to accommodate the easy movement of the

spoon inthe assembly process.
