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Dealing Down is a mathematics card game that tests your creative skill at
writing expressions. Play several rounds of the game. Then write a report on
the strategies you found.

How to Play Dealing Down

Work in small groups.

Shuffle the 25 cards marked with the following numbers.
10, -9, =8, 7,6, =5, ~4, =3, -2, =1, —3, —3, = .0,
025, %, 05,1, 2,3, 4,5 7,8 10

Deal four cards to the center of the table.

All players use the four numbers to write an expression with the least
possible quantity.

Players compare answers and discuss how they know their quantity is
accurate and the least possible.

e Each player with an expression for the least quantity gets 1 point.

e Record the results of that round in a table like the one below and play

more rounds.
