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Naming requirements

® base-16 of a |60-bit hash is 40 chars, very long

e base-64 smaller but not safe, if we want to work on
case-insensitive filesystems

e Base-32 or base-36 fit in 32 characters
e One digit, three levels should work pretty well

¢ Hash subdirs should not include “ad” or other
“words” that trigger common filters
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
