Penalties

» Length of speech: Speeches must last between 2 and 4 minutes for Grade 6 competitors. Speeches must last
between 3 and 5 minutes for Grades 7 to 12 competitors. The time is clocked from when the student begins
to speak. (Deduct 1 point per 30 seconds over or under the specified time.)

> Use of costume and/or support material not allowed (Disqualification.)

> Use of opening expression: “Chers juges, chers parents, chers professeurs, chers amis.” (Deduct 1 point for
failure to do so.)

> Gestures must be kept to a minimum. It is not necessary for the head and hands to remain completely
motionless, but gestures must be natural and spontaneous, as opposed to dramatic. (Deduct 1 to 3 points for -
excessive gesturing.)

» Students must not identify themselves in any way, by school or school district. (Disqualification.)
