FROM THE PRINCIPAL’S DESK:
Dear BMS Parents and Families,

year, your child’s teachers have gotten to
know a great deal about your son or
daughter’s learning styles. One of the most
important tasks we begin to think about at this
time of year is determining students’
placements for the upcoming year. This is a
major undertaking that we address both
carefully and thoughtfully.

Teachers collaborate with their grade
level colleagues, specialists and
administration to share information and to
build classroom communities that reflect a
heterogeneous mix of students with differing
abilities, talents, personal styles and learning
needs.

Creating effective learning
communities where students’” diverse
strengths and needs can be nurtured is in
everyone’s best interests.

The May
assessments will begin on May 8th and
continue through May 16th. We, of course,
want our students to perform to the best of
their ability. You can help by making sure that
your children get plenty of rest and eat a good
breakfast. If morning times are rushed, please
know that breakfast is available in our
cafeteria. Also, it is extremely important for
the students to be in attendance and on time
on those days. Your help in these areas will
assist us in reaching our Adequate Yearly
Progress (AYP) for all of our students this
year.
