All public, private or homeschooled
students in Kindergarten -12th grades in
New York State.

Judging

Posters will be judged by members of the
Kids Safe Online Committee on the
following criteria: creativity, originality,
poster concept and adherence to technical
specifications.

Any entry that infringes upon copyright will
not be judged.

Winners

Three winners from each grade group (K-5,
6-8, 9-12) will be awarded in NYS in early
2011. These winners will be submitted to
the National Multi-State Information Sharing
and Analysis Center (MS-ISAC) Cyber
Security Awareness Calendar Contest held
in the spring of 2011. National contest
winners will be included in the 2012
Calendar.

The school contact person named on the
School Entry Form will be notified by NYS
Office of Cyber Security (OCS) personnel.

All participants will be recognized and
receive a certificate of participation.
