A light display has been A light display has been 

installed between the front installed between the front 
entrance doors of Cell 1B and entrance doors of Cell 1B and 
3 and at the Cell 5 entrance.3 and at the Cell 5 entrance.

The light display shows which lasers 
are operational and which laser safety 
glasses are appropriate to wear prior 
to entering.
