(ENSEMBLE goes offstage) 
 
BLACKOUT 
 
Scene 2: The Teasing 
 
(lights up, ANGEL and JIMMY with their bookbags) 
 
ANGEL: It’s a start of a new year.  Fourth grade. 
 
JIMMY: I know. 
 
(KELLY walks by) 
 
KELLY: Hey, losers. 
 
ANGEL: Go away. 
 
KELLY: Make me! 
 
(Bell rings, ANGEL and JIMMY go to math class.  HOLLY sits behind ANGEL) 
 
HOLLY: Can I talk to you later to get an idea of the school? 
 
ANGEL: Yes.  Oh, and here’s my phone number. 
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(ENSEMBLE looks at the board and begins copying things down, doodling, etc.  Bell 
rings) 
 
(ANGEL and HOLLY meet in the hallway) 
 
HOLLY:  Hi, my name’s Holly. 
 
ANGEL:  I’m Angel.  Well, how do you like the school? 
 
HOLLY: It’s alright, but I don’t have any friends. 
 
ANGEL:  Holly, I’m your friend. 
 
HOLLY:  You are? 
 
ANGEL:  Of course. 
 
(JAKE walks by) 
 
JAKE:  Hey, Angel.  Who’s this? 
 
ANGEL: It’s Holly.  She’s new here. 
 
JAKE:  Hi, Holly.  I’m Jake. 
 
(KELLY walks by with NICOLE, BRITNEY, ABBY, ANNA and SARAH) 
 
KELLY:  Hey, losers. 
 
ANGEL:  Kelly, just get out of here. 
 
NICOLE, BRITNEY, ABBY, ANNA and SARAH:  Whatever, losers. 
 
JAKE:  Don’t talk to them, especially Kelly.  She’s just a big bully. 
 
HOLLY:  I see. 
 
(bell rings) 
 
ANGEL:  There’s the bell.  Well, we will see you at lunch. 
 
HOLLY:  Okay, see ya, Jake.  See ya, Angel. 
 
(KELLY walks by with a tray of food.  Other ENSEMBLE members walk in and sit with 
trays) 
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KELLY: Hi, Holly. 
 
HOLLY: Go away. 
 
KELLY:  Well, you see my lunch? 
 
HOLLY:  Yes, why? 
 
KELLY:  Now it’s on you!  (KELLY throws some of her lunch on HOLLY) 
 
(NICOLE, SARAH, ABBY, ANNA and BRITNEY walk by with trays of food, giggling.  
HOLLY looks down at her shirt.  ANGEL walks in) 
 
ANGEL:  Kelly, that’s it!  Stop it and stay away. 
 
HOLLY:  Come on, Angel, she’s not worth it. 
 
ANGEL:  Yeah, you’re right. 
 
HOLLY:  Why is she so mean? 
 
ANGEL:  Nobody knows. 
 
(ANGEL and HOLLY start to walk away.  JAKE comes onstage with paper towels) 
 
JAKE:  Holly, stop!  
 
HOLLY:  What? 
 
JAKE:  (hands her paper towels)  I saw what happened.  I’m sorry. 
 
HOLLY:  Why did she do this to me? 
 
JAKE:  I don’t know. 
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SONG: They Don’t Care About Us 
 

HOLLY: All I want to say is they don’t really care about me 
Beat me, hate me, you can never break me 
Thrill me, kill me, you don’t want to be me 

You don’t want to be me. 
 

ANGEL and JAKE: All we want to say is they don’t really care about us, 
If those girls weren’t here, they wouldn’t bully us, no, no 

Stink head, dead head, everybody knock heads, 
Words like bullets in our hearts. 

 
HOLLY, ANGEL, and JAKE: All we want to say is they don’t really care about us,

Are you new to the school? 
 
HOLLY:  Yes.  (Holly looks at Angel and Jake) 
 
ANGEL:  She’s alright, Holly. 
 
JAKE:  Yeah, she’s alright. 
 
HOLLY: (smiling)  My name’s Holly.  What’s yours? 
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ALLISON:  My name is Allison.  Well, I’m gonna go sit over there.  That kid’s sitting all 
by himself. 
HOLLY, JAKE, and ANGEL:  Okay. 
 
(ALLISON walks away) 
 
HOLLY:  He seems nice. 
 
JAKE:  Yeah.  He’s a good guy.  Come on, we’ll be late for class. 
 
(ANGEL, JAKE, and HOLLY leave) 
 
ALLISON: Hi, my name is ALLISON.  What’s yours? 
 
CHARLIE:  My name is Charlie. 
 
ALLISON:  Do you mind if I sit here? 
 
CHARLIE:  No. 
 
ALLISON:  So how do you like the school? 
 
CHARLIE:  It’s alright.  Hey, you’re in my class, right? 
 
ALLISON:  Yeah. 
 
CHARLIE:  So now we’re friends? 
 
ALLISON:  (laughs)  Yeah, I guess. 
 
CHARLIE:  Cool. 
 
(JIMMY walks in) 
 
JIMMY:  Hey, it’s that stupid Charlie! 
 
ALLISON:  You know that you don’t have to be mean, Jimmy. 
 
JIMMY:  You’re right, ALLISON.  Sorry, Charlie. 
 
CHARLIE:  It’s okay.  I know you’re just joking around. 
 
JIMMY:  Wanna be friends? 
 
CHARLIE:  Sure. 
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Scene 3: Feels Like Prison 
 
(several students in a classroom doing work) 
 
HOLLY: Tom, I just want to leave school and go back to my old school. 
 
TOM: Are you feeling like you’re in prison?  When I’m mad, or bored, sometimes I feel 
that way, too. 
 

SONG: FEELS LIKE PRISON 
 

TOM: Feels like prison, feels like prison 
I beat myself with my eraser 

 
MAX: I feel I am going to have a heart attack 

My teacher’s so boring I’m gonna crack 
 

TOM, MAX, JIMMY: I am so bored that is a fact 
I am so bored that is a fact 

 
TOM: That girl over there is twirling her hair 

 
MAX: The boy over there is biting his nails 

 
JIMMY: She is drooling while she sleeps 

 
TOM, MAX, JIMMY: He is eating up some Peeps 

 
TOM: I wish I was at the beach having fun 

 
MAX: Why am I here? I just wanna run 

 
JIMMY: I wish I was on vacation taking a nap 

 
TOM, MAX, JIMMY: Why am I here? I just wanna snack!

(HOLLY slumps to the ground) 
 
TOM: I got it! Holly needs stuff from her old school brought to this school to make it feel 
like she is in her old school. 
 
ANNA: I got it!  We should make some “Welcome, Holly” signs!  
 
KELLY:  Ugh.  Don’t waste your time. 
 
TOM:  You are NOT helping, Kelly. 
 
KELLY:  Whatever. 
 
TOM:  Whatever yourself. 
 
HOLLY: O.M.G. thanks so much for standing up for me.  
 
TOM:  So you’ll stay? 
 
HOLLY: I will stay because of you guys. 
BLACKOUT 
BLACKOUT 
 
Scene 4: Making the Team 
 
(watching the basketball team) 
 
CHARLIE: I want to tryout for the basketball team, Angel. 
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ANGEL: That’s cool, Charlie. They aren’t playing that good. 
 
(MONICA comes onstage carrying a basketball.  SAM, MAX, and ALLISON join her) 
 
MONICA: (hands on her hips)  I can’t believe we lost, Sam.  
 
SAM: We did good, Monica.  We did good, Max. (puts head down)  
 
MAX: We should have won, Allison. 
 
SAM, MONICA, and ALLISON: Duh! 
 
(COACH walks onstage.  CHARLIE walks up to the group) 
 
CHARLIE: (to COACH) Are you having tryouts for the team? 
 
COACH: Yes. 
 
CHARLIE: (smiling) I want to join. 
 
(TEAM shakes heads) 
 
ALLISON:  Come on, guys, give him a chance. 
 
ANGEL:  Yeah, give him a chance. 
 
COACH: What’s your name, son? 
 
CHARLIE:  Charlie.  I played in my old school. 
 
COACH: Let’s see you play. 
 
SONG: BASKETBALL…fades out 
 
(CHARLIE plays and is really good) 
 
COACH: You are really good, son.  You are on the team. 
 
CHARLIE: Thanks! 
 
COACH:  See you in practice. 
 
(COACH walks off stage.  SAM walks up to CHARLIE) 
 
MONICA, SAM, and MAX: See you at practice, Charlie. 
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CHARLIE: See you at practice. 
 
(MONICA tosses ALLISON the ball.  MONICA, SAM, and MAX leave) 
 
ALLISON:  See you, guys.  Hey, Charlie, I’m glad you made the team. 
 
CHARLIE: Me, too. 
 
ALLISON: Now that we’re teammates, we can go over to each other’s houses. 
 
CHARLIE: Yeah. 
 
ALLISON: Let’s go and shoot some hoops.  
 
CHARLIE: Sure. 
 
CHARLIE: Bye, Angel. 
 
ANGEL: Bye, Charlie. 
 
(CHARLIE leaves the room with ALLISON) 
 
BLACKOUT 
 
Scene 5: Girls Just Wanna Have Fun 
 
(NICOLE, KELLY, BRITNEY, ABBY, ANNA, SARAH walking to school together) 
 
NICOLE:  Good morning, Britney.  Good morning, Kelly.  Good morning, Sarah.   Good 
morning, Abby.  Good morning, Anna. 
 
BRITNEY, KELLY, ABBY, ANNA and SARAH:  Good morning, Nicole. 

 
NICOLE:  Britney, did you get my text message last night? 
 
BRITNEY:  No, Nicole!  I was asleep and my cell phone was off. 
 
ANNA:  Thanks for letting us sleep over last night, Sarah. 
 
ABBY: Why are we screaming?! 
 
SARAH: I’m hungry, girls. Let’s stop this drama and eat! 
 
KELLY: What is that loud---  
 
SARAH: (cutting KELLY off) WHAT? 
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KELLY:  I said what is that loud--- 
 
SARAH: (cutting her off again ) WHAT? 
 
KELLY: (very mad) WHAT IS THAT LOUD NOISE? 
 
BRITNEY:  I’m sorry, I was watching the news for this morning. 
  
SARAH, KELLY, ABBY, ANNA and NICOLE: That’s alright. 
 

SONG: BFF Forever 
 

SARAH: We always stick together, 
We are always strong, 

We’re best friends forever, 
And we’ll always get along. 

 
NICOLE, BRITNEY: We always hang out, 

Sitting at lunch. 
We’re never apart, 

We’re always sitting in a bunch. 
 

KELLY, ABBY, ANNA: We never compete. 
We’ll always stay the same. 
We always lead the beat, 

And we’ll never call each other names 
 

SARAH, NICOLE, BRITNEY, KELLY,  ABBY and ANNA: And we’ll never be apart, 
No, never, 

Forever we are strong. 
We’re best friends forever, 
And we’ll always get along. 
We’re best friends forever, 
Our friendship never ends, 
We’re best friends forever, 
Our friendship never ends.  

 
SARAH, NICOLE and BRITNEY: No, our friendship never ends. 

 
KELLY, ABBY, and ANNA: No, our friendship never ends. 

 
SARAH, NICOLE, BRITNEY, KELLY, ABBY and ANNA: We’re best friends. 

 
NICOLE: (reads text on phone. Screams) Girls!  I just got a text from Monica!  There’s a 
basketball game tonight!   
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SARAH: Okay, so back to food.  I have chocolate chip granola bars, you want them? 
 
NICOLE: Yeah, I’ll take one! 
 
KELLY, ABBY, and ANNA: Us, too! 
  
BRITNEY: Me three! 
 
KELLY: Britney, I didn’t want to say anything, but… 
 
BRITNEY: What? 
 
ABBY: Your hair! It’s It’s… It’s pink! 
 
BRITNEY: What do you think I did, explode pink paint in my room? 
 
NICOLE: (giggles)  No.  You said you got tricked and your little brother dyed it. 
 
KELLY: Yeah, like that would happen.  He is so sweet. 
 
BRITNEY, NICOLE, ABBY, ANNA and SARAH: No, way!  He is evil!  
DDDDDDDDDDDUUUUUUUUUHHHHHHHHH! 
 
SARAH: Let’s go, guys, we’re gonna be late! 
 
(girls giggle, basketball team begins to walk onstage) 
 
KELLY:  Look!  There’s the basketball team! 
 
NICOLE:  Where?  Where? 
 
SARAH:  Stop lying, Kelly. 
 
KELLY:  I’m not, I promise! 
 
SARAH:  You are so.  You do it all the time. 
 
NICOLE:  Girls, she’s not lying.  Look. 
 
(basketball team walks onto stage) 
 
SARAH: Hey, look. Who’s that cute guy with the team? 
 
ABBY and KELLY:  Oh, that’s Charlie.  He’s in our class. 
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(girls whisper to each other) 
 
CHARLIE:  Who are those girls over there? 
 
MONICA:  Oh, they’re like best friends. 
 
ALLISON:  Yeah, they’re pretty okay.  Most of the time. 
 
SAM:  Hey, I wonder if they know about the game tonight. 
 
MAX:  Yeah, Monica texted them. 
 
ALLISON:  Let’s ask them if they’re coming. 
 
MAX:  Okay. 
 
(basketball team walks over to girls) 
 
CHARLIE:  Hey, are you guys coming to the game tonight? 
 
ABBY and KELLY:  Of course, Charlie.  We never miss a game. 
 
BLACKOUT 
 
(NICOLE, SARAH, HOLLY, KELLY, ABBY, ANNA comment. Ex: Whooo!  Three points!) 
 
KELLY:  Go, Charlie! 
 
SARAH:  Come on, let’s cheer! 
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CHEER: The Tigers 
NICOLE, SARAH, HOLLY, KELLY, ABBY: Go, Tigers, Go, Tigers! 

Grr!  Grr!  Grr! 
Win, Tigers, Win, Tigers! 

In it goes! 
 
(the team wins, basketball team comes onto the stage) 
 
SARAH: We won! 
 
ABBY:  I can’t believe it!  We never win! 
 
ENSEMBLE: (chanting)  Charlie, Charlie, Charlie, Charlie! 
 
(ENSEMBLE begins to leave the stage, congratulating the team.  CHARLIE, ALLISON, 
HOLLY, ANGEL, and JAKE are left) 
      
Scene 6: Turn Around 
 
(CHARLIE and ALLISON are standing together) 
 
CHARLIE: Hey, you know that new kid, Holly? 
 
ALLISON:  Yeah, I know her.  But come on, Charlie.  You’re a new kid, too. 
 
CHARLIE:  Whatever.  I’ve got friends now.  I’m the star of the basketball team.  Did you 
see that 3-pointer I shot? 
 
ALLISON:  Yeah, so? 
 
CHARLIE:  It was amazing! 
 
(ALLISON rolls her eyes.  HOLLY walks by with ANGEL and JAKE) 
 
CHARLIE:  Holly, you’re such a nerd. 
 
HOLLY: No, I’m not. 
 
CHARLIE:  Yes, you are. 
 
ALLISON:  Stop it, Charlie.  This is serious. 
 
HOLLY:  I just came over here to congratulate you!  (begins crying) 
 
CHARLIE: You dork. 
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ANGEL:  Seriously,  Charlie.  Quit it!  
 
CHARLIE: You’re both nerds. 
 
ALLISON:  That’s it!  You’re not my friend anymore. 
 
CHARLIE:  Oh, come on! 
 
ALLISON:  I thought you were better than this, Charlie. 
 
CHARLIE:  Forget it!  I don’t need you! 
 
JAKE: I didn’t like you from the start. 
 
HOLLY: (stops crying, looks Charlie in the eye)  You know what, Charlie?  These are 
my friends and we are not dorks. 
 
ALLISON: Let’s go. 
 
(CHARLIE looks shocked.  ALLISON, HOLLY, JAKE, and ANGEL walk offstage) 
 
BLACKOUT 
 
Scene 7: Missing 
 
(ENSEMBLE talking to each other before school) 
 
JIMMY: Hey, guys, you want to see my new ipod touch? 
 
JAKE, NICOLE, TOM, ANGEL: Yeah! Yeah! Yeah! 
 
(bell rings) 
 
JAKE: Time to go to math. 
 
(ENSEMBLE walks into class) 
 
JIMMY: (to MAX) Want to see my ipod touch? 
 
MAX: Yeah! 
 
TEACHER:  Put that away! 
 
(MAX and JIMMY whisper) 
 
MAX:  Can I play with that after class?

JIMMY:  Yeah, sure. 
 
(ENSEMBLE does school activities---writing, reading, etc.) 
 
(bell rings.  Max and Jimmy walk out of class together) 
 
MAX: You said I can play with your ipod touch. 
 
JIMMY:  Yeah, sure.  Wait.  WAIT! (pats himself all over)  Where is it?!  (checks 
backpack) 
 
TEACHER: What is the matter, Jimmy? 
 
JIMMY: I lost my ipod touch! 
 
TEACHER: You’re not allowed to bring an ipod to school. 
 
JIMMY: But--- 
 
TEACHER: No but’s---it’s school.  I’ll write it up, but it will be difficult to find it. 
 
(TEACHER leaves)

JIMMY: I think someone stole my ipod. 
 
(bell rings) 
 
JAKE: Oh, man, now we’re late to gym. 
 
ANGEL: Great.  Now we’ll never find it. 
 
TOM:  Sorry, Jimmy.  Come on, let’s go. 
 
(JAKE, NICOLE, TOM, ANGEL, and JIMMY go to gym class) 
 
BLACKOUT 
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Scene 8: Fight, Fight, Fight! 
 
JAKE: Hey, guys, someone stole Jimmy’s ipod.  That’s not cool. 
 
(rumor goes around, ENSEMBLE whispers) 
 
(JIMMY comes in) 
 
JIMMY: What’s going on? 
 
MAX:  They’re talking about your stolen ipod. 
 
JIMMY: Maybe everyone can help me find it. 
 
(JAKE directs everyone to look around the room) 
 
ANGEL: Hey, Jimmy, I think that Kelly did it. 
 
KELLY: No, I didn’t.  Holly did. 
 
HOLLY: No way!  Jimmy, they’re lying.  They always pick on me. I think Charlie did it.  I 
heard he steals a lot. 
 
ANGEL:  Yeah, Holly, I think you’re right.   
 
ABBY: I think you did it, Angel, because you’re blaming it on everyone. 
 
JIMMY: Guys, stop! 
 
JAKE: You know, guys, maybe the person who stole it should come out and say it.  I 
mean, Jimmy feels really upset. 
 
(CHARLIE and MONICA walk into the room) 
 
CHARLIE: Hey, guys, what’s going on?  
 
KELLY: Someone stole Jimmy’s ipod.   
 
CHARLIE: Maybe I can help you guys look. 
 
HOLLY: Charlie, I think you did it. 
 
ANGEL:  Yeah, me, too. 
 
JAKE:  Yeah, you’ve changed. 
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CHARLIE: No, it’s not me!  Why do you guys keep accusing me?  I would never steal 
anything from anyone, especially Jimmy. 
 
(CHARLIE goes to side of stage) 
 
(HOLLY goes to other side of the stage) 
 

SONG: Why Blame Me? 
 

CHARLIE: Why do you blame me without any evidence? 
It’s not my fault.  It’s unfair. 

Maybe I did, maybe I didn’t… 
I thought you guys cared. 

 
HOLLY: Why do you blame me without any evidence? 

I’m not that kind of person. 
Don’t you know? You may feel upset, 

That’s how I feel right now. 
(spoken) Don’t you know how it feels now? 

 
ENSEMBLE: I get it now.  Right now. 

We know how you feel. 
I get it now.  Right now. 
We know how you feel. 

 
CHARLIE: Why is all the pressure on me? 

I’m just a kid.  Leave me alone. 
I liked this place at first 

Till I realized  
how I became. 
I’m to blame. 
I’m to blame. 
I’m to blame. 

(spoken) You guys were right about my attitude.  But I still wouldn’t steal.  
 
JIMMY: Let’s just forget about this. 
 
JAKE: Sorry, Jimmy.  We just can’t find it.

HOLLY: Sorry I blamed you, Charlie. 
 
CHARLIE: I’m sorry, too.  Maybe we should start off new.  Sorry I was such a bully. 
 
KELLY: I’m sorry, too, Holly.  I’ve been really mean to you. 
 
HOLLY: Kelly, we can be friends, right?   
 
KELLY, NICOLE, SARAH, BRITNEY, ABBY, ANNA:  Sure.  We can try. 
 
(bell rings) 
 
ALLISON:  Well, I’m outta here, guys. 
 
(ALLISON walks by CHARLIE, CHARLIE runs over to her) 
 
CHARLIE: Hey, Allison. 
 
ALLISON:  (mad)  Hi, Charlie.  
 
CHARLIE: Hey, I think we should start off new. 
 
ALLISON: But I don’t want to.  You were so mean to me. 
 
CHARLIE:  Hey, Allison, I’m sorry.
