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TASK:  
In order to get familiar with the professional literature and the landscape of the field, each 
student will complete five personal reflections on an aspect of a particular journal, blog, 
or other information resource related to school library practice and/or research. Each 
reflection should focus on a different resource in order to give each student exposure to 
the variety of available resources.

• You may choose from the list of journal titles below or another resource for each 
of the reflections 

• Spend some time poring over several issues of the journal or posts in the blog, 
read critically, and react to your experiences in each of your reflections
