SUBJECT: Additional Time for Districts to Change Requisitions for Subscription-Based
Technology Applications Materials 


Recent legislation gives districts the opportunity to change from one subscription-based
state-adopted product to another in the area of Technology Applications (19 TAC
Chapter 126). District technology coordinators, technology applications directors, and
curriculum directors need to work with their teachers to determine if they want to
continue with their existing adopted products in Technology Applications or whether
they want to change to another product as allowed through the recent legislation. 
 


House Bill 4294 is summarized below: 


A school district or open-enrollment charter school that selects a subscription-based
electronic textbook or instructional material on the conforming list may cancel the
subscription and subscribe to a new electronic textbook or instructional material on the
conforming list before the end of the state contract period if the school district has used
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the electronic textbook or instructional material for at least one school year.


Information about changing from one subscription-based state-adopted product to
another was provided to the Textbook Coordinators in the Instructions for Ordering
Instructional Materials for School Year 2010-11 that was  sent to district textbook
coordinators on April 16, 2010.  The information can be found on page 2, second
paragraph--

The following steps should be followed if a district wishes to change to a new
subscription-based product.


1. When district textbook coordinators open the Subscription Renewal screen in EMAT,
they would NOT renew the subscription-based products that they no longer intend to
use.  The column labeled “Student Requisition Quantity” should be left blank for the title
that is not being renewed.  


2. If the district chooses not to renew any of the subscription-based instructional
materials on the Subscription Renewal Requisition, Textbook Coordinators will be
required to certify that their district does not plan to order any subscription-based
instructional materials that are found on the requisition by entering their phone number
and clicking on the OK button.


3. When the district opens the Continuing Contract Requisition screen and/or the
Supplemental Textbook Requisition screen in EMAT, they would select the new
subscription-based products to which they intend to switch and requisition those
materials by clicking on the magnifying glass to select the title and then entering the
quantity needed under the “Student Requisition Quantity” column.


 


Ordering New Products


If your teachers require more time to determine whether they want to change their
subscription products and your district needs to place its order for other materials, then
you can ask your textbook coordinator to leave the “Student Requisition Quantity”
column blank on the Subscription Renewal Requisition and submit an EMAT
Supplemental Requisition providing the appropriate subscription numbers and the
selected product (existing or changed product) at a later time. 


 


Requisitions That Already Have Been Submitted 


We are holding requisitions in EMAT that have already been submitted for another week
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so that districts will have an additional opportunity to change their subscription
requisitions if these  requisitions  were submitted earlier without a clear understanding
of the district’s options. Therefore, districts must decide what subscription-based
materials they want to requisition and submit those requisitions in EMAT by 4:00 p.m.
CDT, Friday, May 7th.    At that time, the requisitions will be processed. We have
extended the deadline to ensure that district technology coordinators, technology
applications directors, and curriculum directors have an opportunity to work with their
teachers to determine whether they want to keep existing products or make a change.
Once orders are processed, districts must stay with the product selected throughout the
next school year.
