Remember:
Closed Syllables (V = vowel, C = consonant; VC = closed syllable)
In a closed syllable, a consonant (or more than one) follows one vowel. The vowel says its short sound.

EXAMPLES : & é&nd it &dd up gym (i)

ve vce Ve VvV c¢

The consonant that stands on the right of the vowel is like a gate, closing in the vowel.
The vowel says its short sound, and gets a short mark.
