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STORY #2 - “ON THE SIDEWALK BLEEDING” BY EVAN HUNTER

Prompt:

Describe a time when you sacrificed something that was
important to you in order to show your loyalty to a person or a
group. How did this sacrifice make you feel afterwards? Was the
payoff worth the sacrifice? How did this affect your relationship
with this person or group?
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STORY #3 - “THANK-YOU MA’AM” BY LANGSTON HUGHES

Prompt:

Describe a time you misjudged someone. What did you think this
person would be like? What made you think this way? How did
you find out that your first impression was wrong? What
consequences did your first impression have on your future
interactions with this person?
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
