4. Describe challenge 
with noticing* & 
pose question to 
group(2 minutes)

5. Clarifying 
questions & 

responses from 
group to question (5 

minutes)

6. Reaction to 
responses by 

presenting teacher

(1 minute)

7. If teacher has 
samples of student 

work, s/he continues. If 
not, next teacher begins 

the process

8. Reflecting on student 
work:  Something I 

found interesting or 
surprising  

(1 minute)

9. Reflecting on student 
work: Something I 
learned about my 

students from noticing 
(1 minute)

10. Reflecting on Noticing: 
How can I use what I now 
know about my learners in 

planning a powerful learning 
experience?  (1 minute)

11. Repeat process with next 
teacher
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
