Daughter of Cronus
and Rhea

Children:
Hephaestus, Hebe,
Ares, and Eilithyia

e 3 brothers:
Poseidon, Hades,
and Zeus

e 2 sisters: Hestia
and Demeter



Appearance

e Majestic, beautiful,
mature

e Elegant and
feminine look, but
not exotic

e Despite beauty,
not desirable




Relationship with Zeus

e Suspicious and
jealous of Zeus’s
affairs.

e Punished her rivals
and their children
(Ex: Kallisto)

e /eus often could not
stand up to her




Symbols of Hera

e Diadem and Scepter

e Pomegranate
(represents
fertility)

e Her Flower: Lily

e Sacred Animals:
Peacock (pride) and
a CoOwW
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
