The Role of SEAC



THE ROLE OF SEAC AND VIRGINIA REGULATIONS

The Regulations Governing Special Education Programs for Children with Disabilities in Virginia reflect the state and
federal requirements for the provision of special education and related services. The regulations mandate that an
active SEAC exists, as well as specific functions of the SEAC, as specified by Section 8VAC20-81-230 D.2, which are
as follows:

1. Advise the local school division of needs in the education of students with disabilities;

2. Participate in the development of priorities and strategies for meeting the identified needs of students with
disabilities;

3. Submit periodic reports and recommendations regarding the education of students with disabilities to the division
superintendent for transmission to the local school board;

4. Assist the local school division in interpreting plans to the community for meeting the special needs of students
with disabilities for educational services;

5. Review the policies and procedures for the provision of special education and related services prior to submission
to the local school board; and

6. Participate in the review of the local school division’s annual plan.

3| The Board will consider motions on the 12th relating to the return to
in-person learning.

*No changes, we continue to use the community transmission

metrics (PCR percent positivity rate and cases per 100k
persons) only. They are currently over 14% and 400.

*The in-school transmission metrics are implemented *in
addition to* the community transmission metrics. If both the
community transmission metrics are above the threshold, we
would remain in all DL, but once we fall below one of the two
metrics and in-person instruction resumed, the in-school
transmission metrics would be used to guide when individual
classrooms, schools, or clusters would close.

*The in-school transmission metrics are implemented and the

CORE indicators (the positivity rate and cases per 100k) are not
used.
