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LP Condemns “High-Tech Censorship” Bill

The national Libertarian Party reacted quickly and angrily to
the June 15 passage by the Senate of a telecommunications
reform bill containing sweeping new censorship laws aimed at
electronic communications. A June 16 press release strongly
condemns the “Communications Decency Act,” sponsored by

Senators James Exon (D-NE) and Dan Coats (R-IN).

LP Chair Steve Dasbach described the bill as “a case of 20th-
century politicians using 19th-century laws to control 21st-
century technology.”

The censorship amendment was added to the communications
deregulation measure by an 84-16 vote of the Senate on
June 14. It punishes the electronic dissemination of “obscene”
and “indecent” material with fines of up to $100,000 and
prison terms of up to two years.

“Republicans and Democrats overwhelmingly lined up to sup-
port this high-tech censorship,” said Dasbach. “It was bi-parti-
sanship at its worst. Apparently there’s no gridlock in
Washington when it comes to gutting the First Amendment.”

Dasbach dismissed Sen. Exon’s claim that the measures were
necessary to protect children. The marketplace is providing a
growing number of ways for parents to block their children
from accessing objectional material via the Internet, and the
commercial services such as America Online and Prodigy offer
“lock-outs” so that parents can limit their children to certain
areas of the service.

Dasbach insisted that, in any case, “parents, not Justice Depart-
ment bureaucrats, should determine what children see, hear, or
download. It’s especially hypocritical for Republicans, who

It’s so sad that hundreds of people, including children, were
blown up in Oklahoma. It’s such a tragedy, such a horror, that
almost no one will see beneath the blood and gore to the
greater catastrophe (and I don't say this to demean the memory
of those who lost their lives) underneath—further gutting of
the Bill of Rights in the name of anti-terrorism measures.

The apathy (and for some, the joy) with which our fellow citi-
zens will give up their rights for what they perceive as safety is
the third and by far the deepest tragedy of them all.

I've registered as a Libertarian every time I've registered to
vote, and proclaimed myself one when asked my political affili-
ation, but it’s sad that it takes a calamity of these proportions
for me to put my money where my mouth is. Unfortunately, 1
fear it is a futile gesture. We both know that most people don’t
know that the third amendment to the Bill of Rights is the
only one we'll have left in short order, and wouldn't care if they
did, since they never cared what the other nine said anyway.

We also both know that both the media and the government
will brand anyone who points out our continuing erosion of
freedom as an extremist, as naive or misguided, or as a terrorist
sympathizer. The Rocky Mountain News ran an article about
the “Patriot” movement and lumped the libertarians right in
with the militia groups that the government is blaming (and
perhaps not incorrectly) for the Oklahoma City bombing.
Doubtless most people don’t know any better than to put us in
that category-also.

T once talked to this pagan girl who embraced libertarian prin-
ciples, but refused to believe that Libertarians aren’t a Christian
conspiracy trying to establish a theocracy. When I tell people
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I'm a Libertarian, I'm likely to hear any number of silly opin-
ions about us, and where they all come from I'm not sure.

My point? (Finally!) Even if we tell people about the threat to
our liberty and try our best to clear up the misconceptions
about the Libertarian Party, they probably still won't care. It’s
possible the government might decide we're a threat and might
sic the FBI (or worse, the IRS) on all our members. And we
probably won't even slow down the march to totalitarianism.

It would probably be smarter to lay low and not be associated
with the Libertarians, but I don’t want to do the smart thing. I
want to do the righ# thing. I'll contribute what money I can,
seeing as how I don't make much in the first place and I get
quite a bit stolen from me by you-know-who. And if you need
help stuffing envelopes or whatever, I'll see what I can do.
