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Browne Beats Most Repubs in Boulder Vote

This is the headline that didn’t appear in the Daily Camera the
day after the election. Nevertheless, it’s true. In the November 7
CityVote Presidential Preference Poll in Boulder, Libertarian
Harry Browne finished seventh in a field of twenty candidates,
ahead of every Republican candidate except for front-runner
Bob Dole. Browne received 2.2% of the vote.

“Unquestionably, this is a very positive result,” said LP of Boul-
der County Chairman Kevin Wilkerson in his post-election
column for the organization’s newsletter, Liberty News. “Don't
be fooled by the low percentages. Of the six men who placed
above Browne, four [ Powell, Bradley, Perot, and Jackson] aren’t
even real candidates. In a sense that means Harry was actually
third! Qur goal here was to have Browne place somewhere in
the middle of the Republican pack, and we exceeded that
accomplishment.”

Or maybe they've said some-
thing about government being too big.

“Either way, you'll be doing them a favor by introducing them,

Nationwide results weren't quite as good, but still satisfactory.
Browne received 0.94% of the vote, good enough to place 11th
of 21, above Alexander, Specter, Lugar, Wilson, Dornan, Col-
lins, and Fletcher, but behind Dole, Forbes, Buchanan,
Gramm, and Keyes.

“Overall, we're pleased with these results,” said Harry Browne’s
national campaign director Sharon Ayres. “However, we feel
we could have done substantially better if all three planned
televised debates had actually taken place.”

“While at first glance 0.94% doesn't seem impressive, we have to
put that number in perspective,” she said. “It’s comparable per-
centage-wise to what Ed Clark received in the 1980 election, but
with two big differences—the actual election is still a year away,
plus this ballot had 21 candidates on it to split the vote.”

To the Editor:

Thank you for addressing libertarianism and its relationship to
environmentalism in the September issue. However, there are
several issues that were literally turned upside down. As I
stated in my August letter, the founder of modern libertarian-
ism, Murray Rothbard, declared pollution physical aggression.

Rothbard goes into the history of industrial pollution. I believe
the first court case was in the 19th century when some citizens
brought a local factory to trial for polluting the air. The court
agreed that pollution was a problem, but the judge decreed the
“public good,” that is jobs and production, more important.

There are at least three serious consequences to that ruling.
First, that physical aggression is now acceptable. Second, rul-
ings favoring pollution allowed for more socialism. Pollution
represents the dissolution of property rights because the air in
your home is now subject to the manufacturer’s pollution.
Third, it paved the way for regulation. Once people could no
longer defend themselves through property rights, they sought
compromise. If they couldn’t stop pollution, perhaps they could
limit it through regulation. Pollution is aggression, the court’s
ruling was coercive, and environmental regulations are self
defense.

I understand how so many libertarians misconstrue environ-
mentalism. But we should take another look at this issue.
Luckily, Rothbard remained focused. He said all pollution
must stop immediately. He apparently had full faith in the free
market to quickly replace our modern conveniences with non-
polluting-alternatives. And if not, so be it; it'’s more important
to protect property rights and stop physical aggression. Aga.m
self defense is not coercion.

Finally, the subject of animal rights discussed by Robert
Nozick was omitted in the environmental article. As I men-
tioned in August, Nozick appears to agree with Ben Franklin
that using animals for human ends is “unprovoked murder,”
and that the laws against physical aggression should be

extended to include animals.

The cities in which Browne actually campaigned produced his
best results. In addition to placing 7th in Boulder with 2.2% of
the vote, he finished 9th in Tucson with 1.6%, and 6th in tiny
Fayette, Missouri with 5%.

“We had some great volunteers working for us in Boulder and
Tucson,” said Ayres. “We especially would like to thank Doug
Anderson and Kevin Wilkerson in Boulder, and Rory MacEw-
ing and Peter Schmerl in Tucson for their efforts.”

Ayres noted that Harry’s performance is especially encouraging
in light of a poll released this week by the cable TV channel
“America’s Talking.” It found that 3/4 of Americans can’t name
any two candidates running for President other than Bill Clin-
ton. More than 1/3 couldn’t name one other candidate.

Wilkerson described Browne’s strong showing in Boulder as
“something all of us can be extremely proud of, especially since
ultra-liberal Boulder has to be regarded as a tough market.”

“I want to thank each and every one of you who answered the
call and helped us with fundraising, leafletting, yard signs,
phone calls, event scheduling, malhngs, and all the often dreary
work that undergirds political success,” Wilkerson continued.

“Getting our name and ideas in front of the public will help us
thh every carnpa1gn we run in 1996.”

Sunday morning we heard from national chairman Steve Das-
bach, whose speech was carried on C-SPAN.

There was considerable discussion about Project 218, a project
to run 218 candidates for US Congress, which would enable us
to claim that we could elect a Libertarian majority to the US
House. The national office has received 4 or 5 media calls
about this, and there appears to be a higher level of media
interest than in 50-state presidential ballot status. Most state
chairs felt that local candidates were more important from a
long-term perspective, but that i¥ we could find 218 candi-
dates, we should do it.

It was also suggested that workshops be held at the next
national convention for the various functions that state and
local parties do—membership, fundraising, newsletters, public
relations, affiliates, etc.

The Council adopted the following goals:

- 1) By the year 2012, achieve majority status in the US Gov-

ernment.

2) By the year 2004, achieve an elected presence in 35 state
houses and elect enough members of Congress to deny
. either of the current majority parties an absolute majority.

& throughout the US, 175 of which will run for Congress,
and achieve nationwide ballot access for our presidential
ticket. (Since Colorado has about 1.4 percent of the

- national population, we should run 14 or more candidates

next year. Please help!)
