Safer Alternative for
Enjoyable Recreation

er Alternative For Enjoy
le Recreation (SAFER)
isanon-profit grassroots
organization working to
establish a more effective and
judicious marijuana policy in
Colorado and throughout the
nation.

SAFER—Iike many other
drug policy organizations—
envisions asociety in which the
private adult use of marijuanais
treated similarly to the private
adult use of alcohol. And like
many of those organizations,
we believe the means to achieve
that vision is the promotion and
establishment of asystemin
which marijuanais regulated in
amanner such as alcohol.

Unlike any organization,
however, the overarching goal
of SAFER isto effect sociopoli-
tical change conducive to such
efforts by drawing a direct
comparison between marijuana
and alcohal. Polling and other
testing shows astrong correla-
tion between those who believe
marijuanais less harmful than
alcohol and those who believe
marijuana should be taxed,
regulated and made legally
available to adults.

SAFER'’s mission, there-
fore, isto educate the public
about the relative safety of
marijuana as an alternative to
alcohol, which is undoubtedly
the more harmful drug both to
the user and to society.

We began raising eyebrows
(and awareness) on campus at

the University of Colorado-
Boulder and the Colorado State
University, where SAFER or-
ganized students and success-
fully passed referendums de-
manding that the university
penalties for marijuanaviola-
tions not exceed those penalties
for alcohol violations. We are
till working on implementation
of the recommended policy
changes and will be returning to
the campuses next spring to
follow up with the stubborn
administrators at each school.
Recently, however, SAFER
has imported its message to a
larger venue: the City of Denver.

We developed, initiated and
campaigned for the successful
Alcohol-Marijuana Equalization
Initiative (1-100) in Denver,
which was adopted by voters
this November. The measure,
which passed comfortably with
nearly 54 percent of the vote,
effectively repeaed all civil
and criminal penaltiesfor the
private adult use and possession
of marijuana—afirst for any
city initiative in the country.

More importantly, the
passage of 1-100 garnered inter-
national attention and raised
awareness across the country
of the pitfalls of marijuana
prohibition.

We are now engaged with
unresponsive city and state
officialsin abattle for imple-
mentation of 1-100. Although
our opponentsin City Hall say
Denver police will continue to
cite adults for marijuana
possession under state law, this
has yet to occur—there has not

been asingle citation since
November 1!

Clearly the voters’ voices
have been heard, regardless of
whether these politicians
acknowledgeit publicly.

Now SAFER islooking
toward the future, and—along
with our ally Sensible
Colorado—we foresee a state-
wide initiative to establish a
system in which marijuana can
be regulated like alcohol and
made available to adults. We
will also be taking our message
and passion on theroad to
repeal unreasonable marijuana
policiesin cities and on college
campuses nationwide.

How does Texas plan to
fund this massive $6 billion toll
road project? Foreign dollars
were actively searched out by
Texas officialsto fund the TTC
project, eventually settling on a
company from Spain, Cintra/
Zachry. There seemed to be no
shortage of companieswilling
toinvest in toll road corpora-
tionsin the US, but at what
expense to American citizens?
A group called Corridor Watch
saysthe Texas toll corridor is
being developed with
“complete disregard for public
will and the citizens of Texas
quoted from the article, Interna-
tionalizing U.S. Roads, by
Phyllis Spivey.

The FRTR project closely
mirrors the Texas project, down
to the implication of investment
of foreign dollarsin the project.
Hence the need for the legisla-
tion, HB05-1030, FRTR tried to
pass last session redefining a
toll road to include things such
asrest areas, gas and service
stations, hotels, restaurants, rail
roads and utility easements.

Political Animal Icons

hroughout history, just

about every political party

has been associated with
an animal to represent its party.
When you see a donkey, you
think Democrat. When you see
an elephant, you think Republi-
can. What animal best represents
the Libertarian Party? The Statue
of Liberty is not an animal and
iscontrolled by the United
Nations Educational, Scientific
and Cultural Organization
(UNESCO), which is headquar-
tered in Paris, France as an offi-
cial world heritage site. Before
you decide which animal should
represent the Libertarian Party,
perhaps you should know why
each political party has been
associated with their animal
representatives.

The donkey wasfirst asso-
ciated to the Democrats back in
1828 with the seventh president,
Andrew Jackson. The donkey
was used by cartoonists of the
timeto criticize then-presidential
candidate, Andrew Jackson,
poking fun at Jackson as being
ajackass. Jackson embraced
this animal icon stating that he
was stubborn and steadfast
because hewasright. Thisstrategy
against Jackson backfired and
he won the election. After Jack-
son’s presidency, the donkey
representative faded and was
replaced for many years by the
rooster, thanksto a Indiana
Democrat representative, Joseph
Chapman who was accused of
“Crowing about hisrecord.”

Crow For Harrison and Morton.”
Inthe 1870’s, the donkey reap-
peared representing the Democrat
party in cartoonsin the first
nationally published magazine,
the Harper’s Weekly. The car-
toonist was a Republican sym-
pathizer, Thomas Nast who
presented the donkey as aun-
dignified, negativeicon.

In 1874, the same cartoonist,
Thomas Nast had a popular
cartoon that first showed the
elephant representing the Re-
publican Party. At the time, the
N.Y. Herald (the voice of the
Democrats) was circulating
rumors that Ulysess S. Grant
was going to reform the consti-
tution and run for athird term.
Thomas Nast countered with a
cartoon of adonkey representing
the Democratsand the N.Y .
Herald, hiding in alions skin
(labeled Caesarism) scaring al
the other animals that represented
the other political parties of the
time. A prominent elephant
depicting the Republican voters
was shown not scared and
crushing the reform. Many
cartoons since then have
represented the Republican
Party as an elephant.

In the 1970’ s the Republican
Party officially adopted the
elephant as its mascot. However,
the Democrats have never offi-
cially adopted the donkey. Both
parties have heavily used the
animalsfor and against each other.

Many other animal icons
have been used throughout
political history. In 1869 the

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Preparing to Run
as a Candidate

ere are a couple of questions
H that candidates wonder
about when they are just
starting out:
1. Whatdo| say?
2. What do | do?
What Do | Say?

Just think through why you
arerunning in thefirst place.
Start with some basic self-
examination. Why am | doing
this? And what do | want to
accomplish? Y ou want to be
perceived as somebody who wants
to DO SOMETHING, not some-
one who wantsto BE SOMETHING.
Y ou are not running so you can
be a congressman or a councilman.
Y ou are running because you
want to help change things. Be
clear why you are running, be-
cause you are going to be re-
quired to answer that question
over and over again. You want
to be able to look the questioner
in the eye and honestly explain
why. It’s an important part of
your message. We have found
that tying your campaign in
with an issue that everyoneis
currently passionate about, such
asRef C & D, isvery helpful in
defining your campaign and
your base of supporters.

Do your homework on the
basic issues. Thisis not the same
as simply reading the newspaper
and forming your own opinions.
Y ou must have an informed,
credible opinion that you can
defend under fire. And you shoul d
also learn the other side of the
debate. Y ou don’'t have to agree
with any of it, of course, but you
should understand it for argument’s
sake. Also, you should understand
the emotional and personal dimen-
sions to these issues. For example,
the issue of tax increases. In many
cases people aren’t interested in
hearing you detail acomplex
policy filled with fiscal projections.
What they really want to know
iswhereisyour heart on this
issue? Do you care about them?
Do you sharetheir fears? If you
do, then they are ready emotion-
ally to hear your facts and figures .
If you don’t care; then maybe
they’ ve got better things to do

than to listen to you. That's
human nature.

Asfor your opponent, your
challengeisto offer astrong
contrast: watchdog for the tax-
payer versus wasteful spender,
new energy versus tired status quo,
new ideas versus failed policies,
etc. Contrast is vital. Otherwise
voters see no reason to fire the
incumbent and hire someone new.

Write, or ask someone to write,
a one-page biography about you.
Y ou want it to demonstrate that
you are capable - that you have
met problems and dealt with them
successfully. Y ou warnt it to reveal
that you are very much a part of
the community you aspireto repre-
sent. Places and people; organi-
zations and causes; significant
awards and achievements should
be mentioned. And certainly you
want to include your family. |
would just emphasize one crucial
point: Every phase of thisbio
should be 100% accurate. Y ou
can bet it will be analyzed with
great scrutiny by the opposition.
And if there is anything inflated
or misstated or misleading, you
can havereal trouble with report-
ers. Many campaigns have self-
destructed thisway. When in
doubt about the accuracy of your
bio, be modest and be cautious.

What do | do?

Understand the responsibili-
ties of being acandidate. Asthe
candidate, you are highest power
inthe campaign. Y ou arethe chief
fundraiser and vote getter. Every-
thing revolves around you. With
al of that comes enormous respon-
sibility. Not only do you haveto
go out and campaign, but you have
to be able to provide leadership
for the rest of theteam. You're
going to be picking and choosing
people for the campaign, butitis
your name aone on the ballot. So
you want to make sure that what
isgoing on inyour nameisgood.
Y ou need peoplewho are competent
and trustworthy. Y ou won't have
time to be micro-managing them.

When you’re looking for a
campaign manager, remember
that the job descriptionis not the
same as for a corporate manager.
Indeed, running acampaignis
more of an entrepreneurial job.
Y ou need the instincts of an

entrepreneur - creating some-

thing out of nothing, rather than

simply managing resources that
already exist.

Talk to your “kitchen cabinet”
- unpaid, unofficial advisorsto
hel p keep the campaign on course.
Sometimes a candidate benefits

from listening to old friends and =

trusted colleagues, political or not,
people who know you; peoplewho
can say “no” to your face; allies
who would fight for you during

"timeout,” government still
cannot increase tax rates with-
out apublicvote. It'sonething
to convince peopleto foregoa
refund but quite another to
convince them to dig even
deeper into their own pockets.

Thewisdom of TABOR isthat
the economy grows faster than
population plusinflation. It's
simplereally: ask yourself,
which do you expect to be
more productive —
monopolistic government or
acompetitive economy?
After it passed in 1992,
TABOR methodically slowed
the growth of government, reduc-
ing government's share of the
state's economy (as measured by
TABOR revenues) from 7.3
percent of personal incometo
6.9 percent. The recession— not
TABOR —then cut those reve-
nuesto 5.2 percent in 2002-03.
When Ref C expires, even
a"ratchet-free" TABOR demands
spending restraint. Last year,
TABOR-bashers were advocating
alimit based upon persond incorre
growth — aka, PIG. This year,
the Ref C campaign said "the
glitch" wasthe so-called ratchet.
Now the glitch is gone, but the
wisdom of TABOR remains.
From 2000 to 2004, personal
income grew at an average of 5.5
percent per year, compared to 4.3
percent for populatation. If the
economy grows asexpected during
the next five years, PIG will
increase by atotal of 33.3 percert
while inflation plus population
grows at 18.5 percent. Based on
those estimates, TABOR will save
taxpayers $5.7 billion in just the
first five years after the limit is
reinstated. A PIG limit would
save taxpayers next to nothing.
- Because of itsinteraction
with other Colorado spending
limits, TABOR still locksin

a six-percent cap on growth
in general fund spending.
Most everything above that
limit goes toward highways
and capital construction—
not toward creating long-
term reliance on costly gov-
ernment entitlements.

- Whileit'sinevitable that
spending interests will take
another whack at the spend-
ing limit when Ref C ex-
pires, TABOR requires
those causes to ask taxpay-
ersfor permission. Rather
than taxpayers fighting to
keep their own money,
spendaholics must convince
taxpayers that their earnings
are better spent on govern-
ment than on their own
families and businesses.

Asformer Senate President
John Andrews, an ardent opponert
of Ref C, recently noted: "Our
Taxpayer's Bill of Rightsremains
avital protection to liberty and
apolitical asset to be envied by
Americans elsewhere.”

Even after the passage of
Ref C, no state in the nation
protects taxpayers' pocketbooks
like Colorado.

TABOR has proven its
worth to Colorado and contin-
uesto present a strong defense
against expansive government
because the taxpayers remain in
control. We may not win every
battle, but TABOR's principles
are still worth defending in
Colorado and across the nation.
