60 to 80% of the robberies and muggings in New
York Ci ty are commit ted by addicts to pay for
their habit. Addicts are now forced to pay $50 a
day and up to support a habit which could be
maintained for pennies at a pharmacy, if it were
legal. Repeal of heroin laws would mean a safer
N e w Yo r k C i t y. D r u g a d d i c t i o n i s a m e d i c a l
problem, not a legal one.

FRAN YOUNGSTEIN says that what you do with
your body is your business.

Laws restr ict ing prost i tut ion, pornography, drug
use, abort ion, contracept ion and homosexual i ty
have no place in a free society and should be
repea led . Sex Is a p r iva te a f fa i r whether the
partners are straight, gay or pay.

FRAN YOUNGSTEIN says get the police out of
the massage parlors and back on the beat.

The police should direct all their efforts towards
stopping crimes with victims such as robberies,
rapes and mugg ings . No t t r y ing to s top con
s e n t i n g i n d i v i d u a l s f r o m p a r t i c i p a t i n g I n
voluntary acts.

FRAN YOUNGSTEIN says people have a right to
run their own lives as long as they don't violate
anyone else's right to run theirs.
