The end result is that
criminalization of drugs drives up prices, increases
the value of trading in drugs, and as a resuiates
crime and violence.

2. To be human and exercise freely human
activities and behaviors are the most basic of
freedoms. To be human is to make stupid choices.
Let's face it, we all do stupid things at some time.
To deny our right to make stupid choices is to deny
our right to be human. Therefore, to deny the right
of individuals to drug themselves is to deny the right
to be human. No reasonable person would suggest
that taking drugs is a positive behavior, but it is no
one’s business except the individual’s.

If an individual makes the choice to be stupid
and drug him or herself, they have that right,

commits a crime, regardless of motivation or
rationale, they should be incarcerated for a very long
time. Whether or not they were drugged at the time
is irrelevant. A person who breaks into a house then
spends 15 years in prison isn't going to be able to
commit very many crimes in their life.

If we quit inventing crimes and criminals and
simply enforced laws against the basic crimes that
we all know and loathe and sentenced criminals to
prison terms that were appropriately long, crime
would almost disappear. It is obvious. The revolving
door has got to be shut! Drugs aren’t the problem.
Bad government is the problem.
