Some crimes are motivated by anger toward
the victim, but other crimes are motivated by
the perception of a possible reward.

Some victims will try to fight back.

If a criminal, of the type who is motivated by
possible rewards, wants to avoid the
consequences of his crimes, he would be more
inclined to avoid victims who might fight back.

If there is no victim, there is no chance that the
victim will fight back.

All other things being equal, career criminals
will often prefer an enterprise of victimless
crimes, such as dealing drugs, prostitution, and
other high-priced transactions that have the
consent of all parties directly involved.

Conclusion:When laws are passed that criminalize
a victimless activity, this essentially creates an
enterprise for professional criminals.

If a resident of a single-family residence declines
to be interviewed, we are told to go to a neighbor’s
home and ask them questions about the resident who
declined to be interviewed. If the resident lives in
an apartment complex, we are told to go to thg
manager’s office and retrieve information about that
resident. | have personally experienced incidents,
when on request, managers have pulled resident’s
rental applications, and given out names, birthdates,
employers, etc. This also holds true for neighbors
of single family residences.
