...during a survey conducted
by the First Amendment
Center, anon-profit educa-
tional organization — which
focused almost exclusively on
First Amendment issues —
those polled were also asked a
question about the right to
keep and bear arms (protected
by the Second Amendment).
In 1997 those who thought the
Second Amendment was
“Essential” 33% and “Impor-
tant” 31%. In 2002 those
numbers jumped to “Essential”
48% and “Important” 31%.
In short, a whopping 79% of
Americans responded that “the
right to own firearms” at least
“important.”

The major parts of the survey
dealing with the First Amend-
ment were widely covered by
the mainstream media. How-
ever, this dramatic response to
the Second Amendment
question (which, admittedly,
was not a focus of the survey),
seemingly went unreported.

...according to a new study by
the National Taxpayers Union
Foundation (NTUF), 5,501 bills
were introduced in Congress
during 2001. Only 50 of them
would have cut spending.

In the
study, NTU tallied the legislative
agendas of members of Con-
gress, as determined by bills
they sponsored and co-spon-
sored.

To quote from the piece
below: “Political analyst
Charlie Cook rates only 11
congressional races, out of
435, as toss-ups. Less than
three percent. Ten years
ago, Cook saw four times as
many toss-up races.”

LET'S STOP BEING MANIPULATED!
THE DELPHI TECHNIQUE

By: Albert V. Burns

More and more, we are
seeing citizens being invited
to “participate” in various
forms of meetings, coun-
cils, or boards to “help
determine” public policy in
one field or another. They
are supposedly being
included to get ’input”
from the public to help
officials make final deci-
sions on taxes, education,
community growth or
whatever the particular
subject matter might be.
Sounds great, doesn’t it?
Unfortunately, surface
appearances are often
deceiving.

You, Mr. or Mrs. Citizen,
decide to take part in one
ofthese meetings. Gener-
ally, you will find that there
is already someone desig-

nated to lead or “facilitate”
the meeting. Supposedly
the job of the facilitator is
to be a neutral, non-
directing helper to see that
the meeting flows smoothly.
Actually, he or she is there
for exactly the opposite
reason: to see that the
conclusions reached during
the meeting are in accord
with a plan already decided
upon by those who called
the meeting.

The process used to
“facilitate” the meeting is
called the Delphi Tech-
nique. This Delphi Tech-
nique was developed by
the RAND Corporation for
the U.S. Department of
Defense back in the 1950s.
It was originally intended
for use as a psychological

weapon during the cold
war. However, it was soon
recognized that the steps of
Delphi could be very
valuable in manipulating
ANY meeting toward a
pre-determined end.

How does the process take
place? The techniques are
well developed and well
defined. First, the person
who will be leading the
meeting, the facilitator or
Change Agent mustbe a
likeable person with whom
those participating in the
meeting can agree or
sympathize with. It s,
therefore, the job of the
facilitator to find a way to
cause a split in the audi-

ence, to establish one or a
few of the people as “bad
guys” while the facilitator is
perceived as the “good
guy.” Facilitators are trained
to recognize potential
opponents and how to
make such people appear
aggressive, foolish, extrem-
ist, etc. Once this is done,
the facilitator establishes
himself or herself as the
“friend” of the rest of the
audience. The stage is now
set for the rest of the
agenda to take place.

At this point, the audience is
generally broken up into
“discussion groups” of
seven or eight people each.
Each of these groups is to
be led by a subordinate
facilitator. Within each
group, discussion takes
place of issues, already
decided upon by the
leadership of the meeting.
Here, too, the facilitator
manipulates the discussion
in the desired direction,
isolating and demeaning

Herein lies the
genius of this Delphi Tech-
nique. Itis imperative that the
general public believe that
this program is THEIRS!

Ifpeople believe that the
program is theirs, they will
support it. If they get the
slightest hint that the program
is being imposed upon them,
they will resist.

This VERY effective tech-
nique is being used, over and
over and over, to change our
form of government from the
representative republic,
intended by the Founding
Fathers, into a “participatory
democracy.” Now, citizens
chosen at large, are manipu-
lated into accepting preset
outcomes while they believe
that the input they provided
produced the outcomes
which are now THEIRS! The
reality is that the final out-
come was already deter-
mined long before any public
meetings took place, deter-
mined by individuals un-
known to the public. Can you
say “Conspiracy?” These
“Change Agents” or “Facili-
tators” CAN be beaten!
They may be beaten using
their own methods against
them. Because it is SO
important, [ will repeat the
suggestions [ gave in the last
previous column.

ONE: Never, NEVER lose
your temper! Lose your
temper and lose the battle, it
is that simple! Smile, if it kills
you to do so. Be courteous
at all times. Speak in a
normal tone of voice.

TWO: Stay focused! Always
write your question or
statement down in advance
to help you remember the
exact manner in which your
question or statement was
made. These agents are
trained to twist things to
make anyone not acceding to

THEIR agenda look silly or
aggressive. Smile, wait till
the change agent gets done
speaking and then bring
them back to your question.
Ifthey distort what you
said, simply remind those in
the group that what he or
she is saying is NOT what
you asked or said and then
repeat, verbatim, from your
notes the original objection.

THREE: Be persistent!
Wait through any harangues
and then repeat the original
question. (Go back and re-
read the previous column.)

FOUR: (I wish to thank a
reader of the previous
column for some EXCEL-
LENT suggestions.)
DON’T go alone! Get as
many friends or relatives
who think as you do, to go
along with you to the
meeting. Have each person
“armed” with questions or
statements which all gener-
ally support your central
viewpoint. DON’T sit
together as a group! Spread
out through the audience so
that your group does not
seem to be a group.

When the facilitator or
change agent avoids an-
swering YOUR question
and insists that he must
MovVe on so everyone may
have a chance to speak,
your own agents in the
audience can then ask
questions, worded differ-
ently, but still with the same
meaning as yours. They can
bring the discussion back to
your original point. They
could even point out, ina
friendly manner, that the
agent did NOT really
answer your question. The
more the agent avoids your
question, and the more your
friends bring that to the
attention of the group, the
more the audience will shift
in your favor.

To quote my informant:

Steve Kubby, 1998
Libertarian Party California
gubernatorial candidate and
one of the highest-profile
champions of medical mari-
juanarights, has won a major
victory.

He has become the first
American citizen to be granted
amedical exemption from
Canada’s marijuana laws by
the Health Canada board
(Canada’s national health
agency). As aresult, Kubby —
who now resides in British
Columbia after fleeing a
medical marijuana conviction in
California— will be legally
allowed to grow all the mari-
juana he needs for his anti-
cancer therapy. Kubby suffers
from adrenal-gland cancer, and
uses marijuana on his doctors’
advice.

Canada reformed its
medical marijuana laws in
1999, and has since issued
about 800 medical marijuana
permits to ailing Canadians.
Kubby is the first American to
win a permit, though there are
hundreds of other Americans in
Canada who have been forced
to flee the United States in
order to escape persecution
and be able to use what they
and their doctors consider life-

saving medicine.

Kubby still faces a jail
term if he returns to California.
He and his doctors say a jail
term would be the equivalent
ofa death sentence, since
he’d be denied use of the drug
they believe keeps him alive.

Still, Kubby could be
forced back to the US. Cana-
dian immigration officials are
currently dealing with extradi-
tion proceedings pending
against him. That case, too, will
have great ramifications for the
many other American medical
marijuana refugees in Canada.
