5. Establish criteria to determine
what is important enough to

include in the summary.

to determine if it meets your
criteria for importance.

AFTER

7. Write your summary, which
should:

« identify the title, author, and
topic in the first sentence

« state the main idea in the
second sentence

« be shorter than the original
article

* begin with a sentence that states
the topic (see sample)

« include a second sentence that
states the author’s main idea

« include 3-5 sentences in which
you explain---in your own words-

--the author’s point of view
« include one or two interesting
quotations or details

« not alter the author’s meaning
* organize the ideas in the order

in which they appear in the
article

« use transitions such as “Accord-

ing to” + the author’s name to
show that you are summarizing
someone else’s ideas

« include enough information so
that someone who has not read

the article will understand the
ideas
