HEALTH UPDATE

Pediculosis: Please continue to check your
child’s hair frequently for head lice. If you
find any cases, please notify me so I may
check the whole classroom. If you need
assistance, feel free to call the health office.
Heights and Weights: for the entire school
population will commence in April.

Illness: The gastrointestinal virus that has
affected most of the schools over the last
month seems to have tapered off. There
seems to be quite a few outbreaks of
conjunctivitis and strep throat.

Strep throat: is here at Lincoln. Sore throats
may or may not be present with Strep, and
not all kids have a fever. Children often
complain of a stomachache and headache
with Strep throat. If a diagnosis of Strep is
made, students should stay at home until
they have had at least 24 hours of antibiotic
treatment and fever is gone.

There have also been a number of reported
headaches, without fevers, lately. Please
feel free to follow up with me if your child
has reported consistent headaches.

Epipens: I am still interested in any expired
epipens.
