* If your child was absent Monday, November 9" and did not receive the
vaccination forms, you may pick them up at the main office this week.

* Actual Flu clinic date: TBA

* If your child has had the “presumed HIN1 virus” or flu like symptoms recently,
the Board of Health and Department of Public Health are recommending that you
still vaccinate your child against the HINT1 virus. There were many cases that
were not 100% confirmed or diagnosed as HIN1, and the virus may return or
mutate this winter.
